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EC orders transfers of senior officials in five poll-bound
states; zero tolerance for any 'partisan behaviour'
NEW DELHI : The Election
Commission on Wednesday
ordered the transfer of nine
District Magistrates, 25 sen-
ior police officials including
Commissioners of Police, SPs,
additional SPs and four
Secretaries and Special
Secretaries across five poll-
bound states due to "unsatis-
factory performance",
sources said.

The poll panel's action
came two days after the elec-
tion schedule was announced
in five states - Chhattisgarh,
Madhya Pradesh, Telangana,
Mizoram and Rajasthan.

The sources said the poll
panel has given directions for
immediate handover of
charge of officers transferred
to immediate juniors and
directed respective states to
send the panel by 5 pm on
October 12.

They said there would be
zero-tolerance for any kind of
"partisan behaviour" by offi-
cials.

"The Commission during
the review meetings found
that the performance of some
officers was unsatisfactory
and were found complacent,
if not complicit. The
Commission has ordered the
transfer of nine DEOs or DMs
and 25 Commissioner of
Police, SPs, Additional SPs in
these five polls going states,"
a source said.

Those whose transfer has
been ordered include three
Commissioners of Police in
Telangana - Warangal,
Hyderabad and Nizamabad.

The sources said the
Election Commission ordered
transfer of non-cadre SPs in
Telangana and Secretary
Transport, Director
Prohibition and Excise and
Commissioner of Commercial
Tax have been transferred
from their present posts.

They said SPs of
Hanumangarh, Churu,
Bhiwadi have been trans-
ferred in Rajasthan

Special Secretary, Food
Civil and Supplies
Department, Chhattisgarh
has also been removed from
the present post, the sources
said.

They said the poll panel,
during the exhaustive
reviews in the five poll going
states, had clearly directed
all the enforcement agencies
and district administration
for an increased vigil and no
tolerance towards the distri-
bution of inducements during
the electoral process.

CEC Rajiv Kumar had said
during the press interactions
that the Commission has
called for steps against the
movement and distribution of
liquor, cash, drugs and free-
bies.

"These four are our top

priority for free fair and
inducement-free elections,"
Rajiv Kumar had said during
the press conferences held in
these states.

Intense review of sensitive
routes and zones for the
transport of these illicit items
was done by the Commission
and enforcement agencies
were directed to function in a
coordinated manner with
joint operations.

The Commission gave
clear directions for strict vigil
on inter-state border check
posts to dry up the inflow of
cash, liquor, freebies and
drugs and keep strict vigil
over 940 border check posts
in these five states.

Those ordered to be
transferred include DMs, who
also function as District

Election Officers in
RangaReddy, Medchal

Malkajgiri, Yadadri
Bhuvangiri and Nirmal in
Telangana; DEOs of Ratlam
and Khargone in Madhya
Pradesh and DEO of Alwar in
Rajasthan.

Those transferred also
include two DEOs in
Chhattisgarh (Raigarh and
Bilaspur).

Sources said among the
"25 CPs, SPs, Additional SPs"
transferred there are "ten

SPs (non-cadre police offi-
cers) from Telangana, three
Commissioner of Police from
Telangana (Warangal,
Hyderabad & Nizamabad,
two from Madhya Pradesh
(Jabalpur, Bhind), three SPs
(Korba, Rajnandgaon, Durg)
and two Additional SPs from
Chhattisgarh (Bilaspur and
Durg), two from Mizoram
(Champhai and Saiha) and
three from Rajasthan
(Hanumangarh, Churu,
Bhiwadi)".

The sources said as per
inputs, illegal liquor from
Haryana and Punjab enters
Rajasthan through
Hanumangarh, Churu,
Jhunjhunu, Alwar which
reaches the hinterland dis-
tricts as well as neighbouring
Gujarat."After assessing the
performance of officials in
sensitive districts, the
Commission has transferred
the SPs of Hanumangarh,
Churu, Bhiwadi and DEO
Alwar in the state of
Rajasthan," a source said.

"Similarly, during the
review meeting in Telangana,
the Commission noted that
several non-cadre officers
are posted as district
incharge while officers from
administrative and police
services were given non-sig-
nificant postings. The
Commission ordered the
transfers of 13 SPs/CPs in the

state," the source added.
The sources said there

were large-scale complaints
regarding blatant misuse of
money power during the
recently-held bye-election to
Munugode assembly seat.

The Commission also
ordered the transfer of the
Secretary Transport, Director
Prohibition and Excise and
Commissioner Commercial
Tax in Telangana.Telangana
government has been direct-
ed to also appoint a separate
Principal Secretary for the
Excise and Commercial Tax
Department in view of the
rigorous work required dur-
ing the elections. Earlier,
Chief Secretary Telangana
was holding the additional
charge of the department.

From the international
borders at Mizoram to the
international border at
Rajasthan, concerned agen-
cies including BSF and Assam
Rifles have also been directed
to keep a strict watch.
Proximity to "the golden tri-
angle" makes the state of
Mizoram vulnerable to traf-
ficking of drugs and arms, the
sources said.They said four
districts in Rajasthan namely
Jaisalmer, Barmer, Bikaner

and Sriganaganagar share
international border and are
prone to narcotics smug-
gling.The Election
Commission's thrust on
"inducement-free" elections
in the last six state assembly
elections in Gujarat, HP,
Meghalaya, Nagaland,
Tripura and Karnataka led to
seizures worth more than Rs
1400 crore, a significant over
1000 pc increase from previ-
ous elections in these states.

"The Commission has sig-
nificantly raised the bar for
ensuring inducement-free
elections and the continuum
of stepping up efforts and
increase in seizures wit-
nessed during recently held
Assembly Elections in five
States, would continue in
these five polls going states
also" CEC Kumar had said
announcing the schedule for
the elections in these five
states.The Commission also
introduced a tech-based plat-
form in these elections for
real-time updates on seizures
by enforcement agencies.

The sources said that the
Integrated Election Seizure
Management System would
facilitate seamless coordina-
tion and intelligence.

Rajnath Singh meets CEOs of top
French defence companies in Paris

NEW DELHI : Union
Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh on Wednesday met
with the CEOs of the top
French defence companies
with a focus on their plans
for collaboration with India
in France.

During the interaction
Eric Trappier, CEO of
Dassault; Pierre Eric
Pommellet, CEO of Naval
Group; Guillaume Faury,
CEO of Airbus; and Olivier

Andries, CEO of Safran Group were present.
Union Minister visited the Safran Engine Division's R&D

Centre at Gennevilliers near Paris, France during the second
and final leg of his two-nation tour.

During his visit to the Centre, he witnessed the latest devel-
opments in aero-engine technology.

Olivier Andries, Global CEO Safran welcomed Rajnath
Singh to the facility and, along with his team, gave a detailed
briefing to him. Safran expressed interest in being a part of the
Indian growth story by working with its counterparts on mutu-
ally agreed joint projects.

Singh highlighted the advantages of co-development and
co-production in India, including the possibility of exports to
third countries. He underlined the inherent advantages of the
Indian market such as a large, skilled HR base, world-class
infrastructure and a strong legal architecture, the release
stated.

Later in the day, Rajnath Singh will be holding the fifth
Annual Defence Dialogue with the French Minister of Armed
Forces Sebastien Lecornu.

Rajnath Singh reached Paris late on October 10 and inter-
acted with the Indian community.

While addressing the sizeable Indian community at the
India House, he highlighted the various achievements of India
in the defence sector such as increased defence exports,
increasing indigenous production of defence equipment, con-
certed efforts on co-development and co-production in India
and an enhanced outreach in the region.

The Defence Minister spoke about the tremendous progress
achieved in India in the last nine years, an assessment that
was heartily supported by the Indian community.

Ashok Gehlot claimed that
the Bhartiya Janta Party had
accepted defeat in the
upcoming state polls, BJP
leader Rajyavardhan Singh
Rathore reacted sharply to
Gehlot's statement, saying
that even if Congress brings
Rahul Gandhi as a candidate
in Rajasthan, the BJP will still
win.

On Tuesday, the Rajasthan
CM, while addressing a rally
in Churu, asserted that PM
Modi keeps visiting states
again and again. After the
election, will he come and
open colleges here? Will he
come and make roads here?
What will PM Modi do?, he
questioned.

He further said that the
BJP is having difficulty decid-
ing a face for there party in
Rajasthan. They have given
tickets to MPs, and I consider
this their biggest failure.
"This means they have
accepted defeat", CM Gehlot
said.

Responding to Ashok
Gehlot's statement, Rathore
said, "Why is Ashok Gehlot so
afraid... The election is
between the political parties,
so let the Congress contest
with their best team, and we
(the BJP) will contest with
our best team. We are not
questioning who Congress is
contesting the elections with;
let them bring Rahul Gandhi

as well, and we will still win
double the seats."

He further went on to say
that BJP has a strategy of its
own; PM Modi will go into
Lok Sabha with fresh faces,
and there are some fresh
faces in Rajasthan as well
who are influenced by the
way PM Modi works and have
learned from it.

"Our strategy is to go with
people who have zero toler-
ance for corruption and who
know how to make every sin-
gle person benefit from the
government schemes," said
Rathore.

Further responding to
Congress party members'
comments that BJP released

the candidate list during
Pitru Paksha (Kanagat) even
when the party believes in
Sanatan Dharma, Rathore
said, "This is being said by a
party that calls Sanatan
Dharma dengue and malaria.
The INDIA alliance in a meet-
ing had said to end the
Sanatan dharma."

"A party that collapsed
Ram Darbar in Rajasthan,
collapsed a 300-year-old Shiv
Mandir, caused the death of
multiple saints, promotes
separatists, says if Ram
Navmi is carried on then
Section 144 will be imposed,
says that permission will
have to be taken from CM
Ashok Gehlot if bhajans are

to be played and on the other
hand supports a particular
community and supports the
march of PFI which is a
banned organization," added
Rathore.

He further said that the
Congress party has lost all its
confidence.

On some BJP members
expressing their displeasure
with the candidate list,
Rathore said that any human
would be disappointed if he
has got ambitions of his own
and they are not fulfilled but I
completely believe that any-
one who is influenced by the
BJP ideology and keeps the
nation as priority will pull
themselves together.

"Maybe this is a strategy
that at present a party work-
er who is being asked to be
patient today, may get even a
bigger opportunity in future,
and there are multiple such
examples within the party,
and maybe it is a test by the
party that if certain workers
can be patient or do they
want to prioritize themselves
before the nation and the
people, he added.

The BJP leader further
said, "I am sure that it is evi-
dent to the people as well
that BJP will be forming gov-
ernment in Rajasthan and
development will be only pos-
sible when the people who
are focused towards develop-
ment are voted."
