Minor rape victim 
to deliver baby in 
govt state home

The Bombay High Court has 
allowed a minor rape victim, 
who is 35+ weeks pregnant, 
to get admitted in a govern-
ment state home for “safe de-
livery” of  the child. The 
court, early this year, had re-
fused to permit the girl to un-
dergo medical termination 
of  the pregnancy consider-
ing the risk to her life and 
long-term neurological com-
plications for the baby if  
born alive. 

The court was hearing a 
petition filed by the girl’s 
mother seeking to admit the 
girl in a state home so that 
she can deliver the child in a 
“neutral surrounding”. 

The minor was raped by a 
neighbour while her parents 
were at work. An FIR was 
registered on February 3 un-
der IPC and POCSO. 

Her mother approached 
the HC seeking permission 
for medical termination of  
pregnancy (MTP) of  the mi-
nor. The medical board 
opined on February 15 said 

there is no abnormality in 
the foetus and the minor 
mother. However, it stated 
that there is a strong possi-
bility of  premature live 
birth. This could cause neu-
rological complications in 
the newborn, which might 
lead to long-term disability. 

Based on the board’s opin-
ion, the HC had refused MTP 
on February 16. The 
Supreme Court upheld the 
high court’s order. The 
mother submitted before the 
SC that since it is a case of  
accidental pregnancy, the 
victim and her family are 
“facing unpleasant social sit-
uations in the locality where 
they reside”.  

Hence they sought per-
mission to approach the 
HC, even before the birth of  
a child, to “address the 
issue of  safe delivery with 
the state’s aid in a neutral 
surrounding”. The apex 
court accordingly granted 
the liberty. 

Hence, the mother once 
again approached the high 
court.

Public toilets: Why the situation stinks
Dire situation is attributed to two problems: Poor quality of construction and lack of proper maintenance

In the heart of  our bustling 
city, a critical issue has 
emerged that affects the daily 
lives of  residents and visitors 
alike: the deplorable condi-
tion of  public toilets. This 
dire situation is primarily at-
tributed to two problems: 
Poor quality of  construction 
and the absence of  a proper 
maintenance system. 

“One of  the root causes of  
the predicament lies in the 
construction itself. 
Numerous public toilets 
across the city were hastily 
erected, cutting corners on 
quality and durability. The 
consequence? A myriad of  
structural issues ranging 
from leaky pipes to 
crumbling walls, posing not 
only hygiene concerns but 
also safety hazards for users,” 

says Rubina Sheikh, a resi-
dent of  Dharavi. 

Equally troubling is the 
lack of  a robust maintenance 
system, she says. Public toi-
lets, like any other infrastruc-
ture, require consistent atten-
tion and upkeep to ensure 
they meet the standards of  
cleanliness and functionality 
expected by the public. How-
ever, a deficiency in regular 
maintenance has allowed 

these facilities to fall into a 
state of  disrepair, she says. 

According to Rohini 
Kadam, a ‘Right to Pee’ cam-
paign activist, without proper 
maintenance, toilet facilities 
cannot be improved. The 
BMC needs to come up with 
an adequate fund allocation 
system for the maintenance 
of  existing toilet blocks, she 
says. 

Suhasini Chavan, a resi-

dent of  Vikhroli, says, “It is 
imperative for municipal au-
thorities to prioritise the revi-
talisation of  public toilets, not 
only as a matter of  hygiene 
but also as a fundamental as-
pect of  the city’s commitment 
to providing a liveable and 
welcoming environment for 
all. A city is often judged by 
the condition of  its shared 
spaces, and the state of  its 
public toilets reflects the ded-
ication to the well-being of  its 
citizens.” 

Shabnam Khan from 
Mankhurd voiced concerns 
about the dire state of  com-
munity toilets. “Most are 
closed, lacking facilities. We 
can’t risk exposing our chil-
dren to unhygienic places, es-
pecially at night without 
electricity. The fear of  rob-
bery, abuse, and harassment 
is overwhelming. Some toi-
lets shut after midnight, forc-
ing women and children to 
resort to open spaces, leading 
to harassment and violence.” 

According to Community 
Outreach Recognition and 
Opportunity (CORO), an or-
ganisation working in this 
field, Swachh Bharat Ab-
hiyaan guidelines mandate 
meticulous demand assess-

ments before constructing 
community toilets and dic-
tate a minimum distance of  
500 metres between two facil-
ities. “However, the study re-
veals violations in few ten-
ders for construction of  toi-
lets where toilets are con-
structed without proper de-
mand assessment, leading to 
a misuse of  municipal corpo-
ration funds.” 

“As there are complaints 
that the construction quality 
of  several community toilets 
constructed under the slum 
sanitation program is of  
poor quality, the defects in 
the work should be checked 
by a third party and the poor 
quality works should be com-
pleted as per defect liability 
paired in the contract,” says 
a letter written by CORO to 
the municipal commissioner 
in November 2023. 

“Also, the completed work 
should be checked by a third 
party. Under the slum clear-
ance programme, the offi-
cially appointed few contrac-
tors and their associated 
NGOs have been sub-con-
tracting their work, causing 
problems in quality of  work 
and accountability,” the letter 
reads.

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Schools to prepare question 
papers for Class 5, 8 exams

After announcing that com-
mon question papers would 
be provided for the annual ex-
ams of  classes 5 and 8, the 
state has now directed gov-
ernment and aided schools to 
prepare their own papers. 

The annual exams have re-
turned to the schools after the 
government last year amend-
ed its Right to Education 
rules to do away with the no-
detention policy. Students in 
the fifth and eighth grades 
will now have to obtain a min-
imum of  35% marks in these 

exams before they can be pro-
moted to the next level. 

In a government resolution 
detailing the format of  the 
test, issued in December last 
year, the state had given the 
responsibility of  preparing 
papers to the schools. Later in 
the month, the State Council 
for Educational Research and 
Training (SCERT) told 
schools that the papers would 
be prepared at the state level 
and provided to them. Howev-
er, in a volte-face, the council 
a couple of  weeks ago an-
nounced that the question pa-
pers will be made at the 

school level. The schools were 
provided with sample papers 
and marking scheme to help 
them design their evaluation. 

SCERT also clarified that 
the schools need not conduct 
separate tests for three sub-
jects – first language, maths 
and third language – as stu-
dents are already being evalu-
ated for them under the Pro-
gressive Assessment Tests 
(PATs). The year-end summa-
tive assessment Test – 2, one 
of  the three PATs conducted 
in an academic year, will be 
treated as the annual exam for 
these three subjects.

HC acquits mom, daughter in abetment-to-suicide case

Mere opposition to the rela-
tionship of  the son with the 
deceased, on one occasion, 
without anything more is not 
sufficient to attract the of-
fence of  abetment to suicide 
on a mother and sister, ob-
served the Bombay High 
Court. The court has dis-
charged the mother and 
daughter from the charges 
of  abetment to suicide after 
they allegedly opposed the 
relationship of  Amol Dab-
hade with the deceased due 
to her caste.  

“Amol was in a love rela-
tionship with the deceased 
for a considerable period of  

time. In the present facts, 
mere expression of  opposi-
tion of  the applicants to the 
relationship on one occasion 
without anything more is 
not sufficient to attract the 
ingredients of  the alleged of-
fences. In my view, a plain 
reading of  Section 306 of  IPC 
and applying it to the undis-
puted facts of  the present 
case indicates that none of  
the ingredients are attracted 
to the case at hand,” Justice 
MS Karnik said on March 6.  

The HC was hearing a plea 
filed by Amol’s mother, Man-
gal, and sister, Trupti, after 
their discharge pleas were 
rejected by the sessions 
court. In 2018, the mother of  

the deceased filed an FIR 
against Amol Dabhade alleg-
ing that his engagement with 
another girl despite being in 
a relationship with the de-
ceased, compelled her to take 

her own life. The mother 
added Mangal and Trupti’s 
names in the subsequent 
statement alleging that they 
opposed Amol and her 
daughter’s relationship, and 

hence abeted her suicide.  
Also, they allegedly insult-

ed and abused the deceased 
on the basis of  her caste. 

The police booked Mangal 
and Trupti under the IPC 
and the SC/ST Act. 

State advocate Prajakta 
Shinde said that a friend of  
the deceased also indicated 
opposition from the Amol’s 
family members to their rela-
tionship.  

The high court, referring 
to a Supreme Court judge-
ment, said that to establish 
abetment, it must be proven 
that the accused directly or 
indirectly instigated or aid-
ed in the commission of  sui-
cide. In the present case, the 

court said that mere opposi-
tion to a relationship is in-
sufficient to establish abet-
ment under the IPC.  

The court concluded that 
even if  the allegations made 
by the complainant and the 
prosecution were true, the 
applicants did not instigate 
or conspire with others to in-
duce the deceased to commit 
suicide. 

Justice Karnik noted that 
the main accused, Amol, was 
in a long-term romantic rela-
tionship with the deceased, 
and while there were state-
ments of  opposition to their 
marriage by Mangal and 
Trupti, the same lacked sub-
stantial evidence.

They opposed the 
relationship of Amol 
Dabhade with the 
deceased due to  

her caste
