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POLL UNDERSTANDING | Grapevine has it that Chirag might be given a ‘more important’ ministry in the next cabinet reshuffle

Union minister Chirag Pas-
wan`s LJP (RV) on Saturday 
convened a meeting to dis-
cuss seat sharing within NDA 
and finalise the party’s candi-
dates for the upcoming Bihar 
assembly election, as the 
former`s deal with BJP on 
the issue was almost final. 

The decision comes 
against the backdrop of 
NDA`s allies inching closer 

to finalising crucial seat-allo-
cation talks for the polls. 
During the meeting, LJP 
leaders will deliberate on is-
sues like the number of seats 
to contest, candidate selec-
tion, and overall campaign 
strategy. 

Earlier, BJP MP and Union 
Minister Nityanand Rai 
visited LJP chief Chirag Pas-
want to end the deadlock on 
the seat sharing. Chirag ex-
uded confidence that talks 
were progressing positively 

and were in the final stages, 
dismissing rumours of any 
discord within the NDA. 

“The talks are progressing 
in a positive direction and are 
now in their final stages. We 
aim to deliberate thoroughly 
on every detail, be it seats, 
candidates, or campaign 
strategies,” he remarked. 

“I have no worries about 
getting proper respect in the 
alliance when Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi is there,” 
he remarked. 

LJP will reportedly accept 
25-26 seats, scaling down 
from its earlier demand of 40 
seats and concessions on 
other issues, including execu-
ting the 'Bihar first, Bihari 
first' agenda and 'due re-
spect' at all levels of the gov-
ernment. 

Sources said that Chirag 
might be given a “more im-
portant” ministry in the next 
cabinet reshuffle and his 
party possibly also a Rajya 
Sabha seat. Chirag, who is 

pressing hard for the  imple-
mentation of his “Bihar First 
Bihari First” agenda in the 
state, showing his ambition 
to play a major role in the 
state politics. 

Chirag had also expressed 
his willingness to contest the 
assembly election if his party 
wanted him to do so. He had 
also said that he would con-
test the election from the 
general seat. Presently, he 
represents Hajipur Lok 
Sabha constituency. 

YOGI BLITZ FOR BIHAR POLLS 
UP CM to spearhead BJP’s high-voltage campaign, 
over 100 leaders join poll mission 
Biswajeet Banerjee 
LUCKNOW 

With the Election Commission 
announcing the Bihar Assembly 
election schedule, the BJP has 
shifted into top gear, deploying 
its Uttar Pradesh leadership to 
anchor the campaign across 
Bihar. 

Chief Minister Yogi Aditya-
nath is set to lead the party’s 
high-voltage campaign, ad-
dressing more than 24 rallies 
across both phases and reaching 
voters in over 50 constituencies. 
According to party insiders, 

Yogi’s rallies remain among the 
most in-demand after those of 
Prime Minister Narendra Modi. 

Several BJP leaders in Bihar 
have reportedly requested the 
central leadership to include 
Yogi’s public meetings in their 
constituencies, citing his 
strong public connect and 
powerful oratory. His in-
fluence is said to be particu-
larly strong in the bordering 
districts of Gopalganj, Saran, 
Siwan, and Valmikinagar, 
which share deep social and 
cultural ties with Gorakhpur. 

The BJP has deployed more 

than 100 MLAs and MLCs from 
Uttar Pradesh to manage spe-
cific assembly constituencies in 
Bihar. Responsibilities have 
been divided among promi-
nent leaders: former minister 
Dr. Mahendra Singh will super-
vise about 40 constituencies, 
while Jal Shakti Minister Swa-
tantra Dev Singh will take 
charge of the Ara district.  

Pawan Singh’s wife meets PK, 
says no political purpose

Amid speculations over her 
willingness to contest up-
coming assembly election, 
Bhojpuri actor-politician 
Pawan Singh's wife, Jyoti 
Singh, on Friday met Jan Su-
raaj Party founder Prashant 
Kishor in Patna even as the 
latter claimed that  she did 
not say anything about trying 
her luck in the election. 

Jyoti Singh, who is the 
second wife of Pawan Singh, 
hit the headlines when she 
broke down outside his 
Lucknow residence claiming 
he had filed an FIR against 
her and  also accused him of 
infidelity. 

She met the poll strategist-
turned-politician a  day after 

Kishor's Jan Suraaj Party an-
nounced 51 candidates for 
the elections to 243 seats of 
the Bihar assembly. Bihar 
polls will be held in two 
phases on November 6 and 
11, while the result will be de-
clared on November 14. 

Pawan Singh has alleged 
that his wife is pressuring 
him to get her an election 
ticket. On the other hand, 
Jyoti Singh has said that she 
has prepared extensively and 
will contest polls if she wants, 
and that has nothing to do 
with Pawan Singh's election. 

Earlier, Pawan Singh had 
shared a lengthy note in 
Hindi, alleging that she was 
using him for political mile-
age. He had recently re-
turned to BJP after his  series 
of meetings with senior party 
leaders, including Union 
Home Minister Amit Shah 
and party president JP 
Nadda. There are specula-
tions that the party may field 
him from the Arrah assem-
bly seat. Talking to newsper-
sons, Kishor claimed that 
Jyoti did not discuss anything 
about contesting the election. 
"During the meeting, I felt 
she did not come with a mo-
tive of contesting election or 
getting a ticket but wanted 
what happened to her should 
not happen to any other 
woman in Bihar," he  added. 

Filing of nomination papers begins 
PATNA: Filing of nomination papers began on Friday for the elections to 121 seats 
in the first phase of the Bihar assembly polls, officials said. The first round of the 
elections will be held on November 6. Candidates can file their nomination papers 
till October 17, and the scrutiny of such documents will be held on the next day, 
according to a notification. The last date for withdrawal of nominations is October 
20 for the first phase of the assembly polls. The ruling NDA and the opposition 
INDIA bloc have not declared their list of candidates so far. 

 
Jail or hell: Congress vows crackdown on mafias 
PATNA: The Congress on Friday said if the opposition INDIA bloc wins the Bihar 
polls, "syndicate crime groups and mafias would be either in jail or in hell". Ad-
dressing a press conference as part of the party’s '20 Saal, 20 Sawal' campaign, 
Congress Rajya Sabha MP Akhilesh Prasad Singh said there are 12 kinds of or-
ganised crime groups operating in the state. "These include the microfinance, 

sand, liquor, tender, recruitment, education, mining, supari, adul-
teration and transfer-posting mafia," he said. "If INDIA bloc government is 
formed, we will have zero tolerance towards these syndicate crime groups," Singh 
asserted. 

 
JD(U), LJP leaders join RJD 

 
PATNA: Former JD(U) lawmakers Santosh Kushwaha and Rahul Sharma on 
Friday joined the opposition RJD ahead of next month's Bihar assembly elec-
tions. JD(U)'s Banka MP Girdhari Prasad Yadav’s son Chanaykya Prasad Ran-
jan and Lok Janshakti Party leader Ajay Kushwaha also joined the RJD in the 
presence of party leader Tejashwi Yadav. Welcoming the new entrants, Yadav 
said, "The RJD family welcomes Santosh Kushwaha, Rahul Sharma, Ajay 
Kushwaha and Chanaykya Prasad Ranjan. The party will be strengthened 
after their joining."

Prove charges 
against WB 
CEO: LoP to  
Mamata

Senior BJP leader Suvendu Ad-
hikari on Friday called upon 
West Bengal Chief Minister 
Mamata Banerjee to prove her 
allegation that Chief Electoral 
Officer (CEO) Manoj Agarwal is 
corrupt by October 13, or else it 
would be presumed that she 
was not telling the truth. The 
chief minister was trying to in-
timidate the poll panel officials 
in the state as she is scared 
about the implementation of 
Special Intensive Revision (SIR) 
of electoral rolls by the EC, the 
BJP leader alleged. 

The BJP has been alleging 
that West Bengal’s electoral 
rolls contained a large number 
of false voters who support the 
TMC, and the ruling party is 
scared that their names would 
be deleted during the SIR. 

"Mamata Banerjee has 
hinted about irregularities 
against the CEO during her 
stints in various posts earlier. 
She has also claimed she has 
evidence of the conspiracy be-
hind the SIR exercise. Let her 
provide documentary proofs 
by 5 pm on Monday. 

Otherwise, we will assume 
she is peddling falsehood. We 
will assume she is afraid of the 
prospect of SIR and trying to in-
timidate EC officials to facilitate 
illegal voters," Adhikari said. 

Responding to the allegation, 
TMC spokesperson Arup 
Chakraborty said Adhikari's 
statements only show the 
eagerness of BJP leaders to 
shield EC officials who are al-
legedly working to delete 
names of bonafide voters from 
the electoral rolls in the run up 
to 2026 assembly polls to help 
the BJP. 

50 NOT OUT! CONGRESS  
MOCKS TRUMP CLAIM COUNT

NEW DELHI 

The Congress on Friday 
claimed that United States 
President Donald Trump has 
now officially made 50 claims 
of having stopped Operation 
Sindoor in May this year by 
using trade as a bargaining 
chip. 

In a statement, Congress 
general secretary Jairam Ra-
mesh, who has since May is-
sued over score of statements 
on the subject after most of the 
assertions made by Trump, 
said “yesterday (Thursday) was 
also the day when President 
Trump, during his meeting 
with President Alexander 

Stubb of Finland, reached the 
half-century mark on his claim 
that he stopped Operation Sin-
door using trade and tariffs as 
his Brahmastra.” 

Stating that President 
Trump has been “consistent, 
insistent, and persistent” in 
making the claim, Ramesh 
added that “it won’t be long be-
fore he scores a century”. 

Incidentally, India has all 
along denied that it had 
stopped its attacks on the ter-
ror outfits under any pressure 
and repeatedly asserted that it 
was only after Pakistan’s Direc-
tor General of Military Oper-
ations approached his Indian 
counterpart to stop hostilities 
that the strikes were stopped. 

Trump, who had been eye-
ing the Nobel Peace Prize, had 
on multiple occasions claimed 
that he had stopped seven 
wars of which he counted Op-
eration Sindoor as one. How-
ever, India has all along 
countered his claims. 

In a clear denial of US claims 
that it had brokered the truce 
between India and Pakistan, 
Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi had while addressing a 
discussion on Operation Sin-
door in Parliament in July this 
year said that “not a single 
world leader asked us to stop 
the operation -- our actions 
were precise and non-escala-
tory, just as we had com-
mitted”. 

No alliance with SP as Congress announces MLC candidates
