The summit that Biden
hosted in his hometown
Wilmington in Delaware,
however, saw India giving
its nod to the launch of the
first-ever Quad-at-Sea Ship
Observer Mission in the In-
do-Pacificin 2025. The per-
sonnel of the Japan Coast
Guard, Australian Border
Force, and Indian Coast
Guard will spend time on
board a US Coast Guard
vessel operating in the In-
do-Pacific.

The Quadleadersalsoin-
dicated thatthe four nations
would continue with similar
missions in the Indo-Pacific
in the future — a move that
is likely to raise hackles in
Beijing.

Modi avoided directly
naming China. The joint
statement issued by the
leaders of the four maritime
democracies also had no
mention of the communist
country even as it sent outa
tacit but tough message to
Beijing.

“We are seriously con-
cerned about the situation
inthe Eastand South China
Seas. We continue to ex-
press our serious concern
about the militarisation
of disputed features, and
coercive and intimidating
manoeuvres in the South
China Sea,” the four lead-
ers said in the ‘Wilmington
Declaration’issued after the
summit.

Biden was caught on a
hot mic at the beginning
of the summit, saying that
China continued to “behave
aggressively” in the South
China Sea, the East China
Sea, and the Taiwan Strait.

Heavy rains wash away Kalaburagi

30%-50% loss feared due to
high moisture, disease in crops

I has hit tur crop in Kala-

buragi district, known as
Karnataka’s tur bowl.

The crop is cultivated on
70% of the agriculture fields
inthe district. Farmers say the
yield per hectare will reduce
drastically this year.

Stagnation of rainwater in
the tur fields has increased
moisture contentin the crop.

In 2023-24, Karnataka pro-
duced 10.19 lakh tonnes of tur.
The country’stotal production
was 33.41akh tonnes.

The farmers struggled due
todroughtand floodin thelast
two to three years, which re-

sultedin the average cropyield
falling from 1,027 kg/hectare
in 2020-21 to 873 kg/hectare
lastyear.

Tur is grown on 6.06 lakh
hectares (102.33% of the tar-
get), out of the total 8.9 lakh
hectaresof farmlandin the dis-
trictthisyear. Continuousrains
have caused crop disease too.

Floods destroyed tur crops
grown in the river basin as
more water wasreleased from
Ujjani and Veer reservoirs in
Maharashtraduetoheavyrain-
fall there. The district has re-
ceived 161 mm rainfall against
the average 107 mm rainfall in
June and 166 mm against the
normal of 138 mm in July.

Thoughitreceived137.7 mm
rain in August, 12% less than

normal, the downpour (28 mm)
for three days in the beginning
of September dealt a severe
blow to the crop as lot of water
gotstagnated in the fields.
“Two weeks ago, a large
quantity of rainwater accumu-
lated in my 10-acre field. The
growth of tur plants besides
green gram and black gram
plants (alternative crops)is se-
verelyaffected astheyareturn-

ing red due to high moisture
content. The yield is expected
to be reduced by half this year.
Thesituationisthe sameinsev-
eral parts of the district,” said
Srinivas Reddy, a farmer from
Motakpalliin Sedam taluk.

The farmers are required to
provide to the insurance com-
pany details of the crop loss
within 72 hours of the calamity,
for claims.

His immediate challenges
