“In line with concerns that eco-
nomic growth has weakened as we
enter the second fiscal quarter, ser-
vice providers signalled subdued
confidence towards the medium-

term business outlook,” said Pol-
lyanna De Lima, Economics Associ-
ate Director at S&P Global Market
Intelligence.

Only 5% of  those surveyed forecast

output growth over the coming 12
months, while 94% predict no
change from present levels.

Both output and sales increased at
the weakest rates for four months and
there was a negligible increase in ser-
vice sector employment across India.

Despite the moderation, business
activity remained firm.

“Business activity continued to
rise strongly, with a similarly robust
uplift in new business as the offer-
ing of  new services and marketing
efforts bore fruit,” De Lima said.

The domestic market remained the
key source of  sales growth as inter-
national demand for Indian services
worsened further.

“The subtle easing in cost infla-
tionary pressures to a five-month

low was also welcomed by services
firms struggling to preserve mar-
gins, and contributed to a softer rise
in prices charged,” De Lima said.

Rahul Bajoria, chief  India econo-
mist, Barclays said that some mod-
eration in July services PMI paints a
picture of  relative economic resil-
ience, despite rising global head-
winds.

A sister survey on Monday showed
that India’s manufacturing PMI
rose to 56.4 in July from 53.9 in June
on the back of  a significant rise in
business orders.

The S&P Global India Composite
PMI Output Index, which measures
services and manufacturing activity,
fell to 56.6 in July from 58.2 highlight-
ing the slowest increase since March.

New Delhi: India’s services sector
activity retreated in July from an 11-
year high in the previous month but
remained firmly in the expansion
zone, a private survey showed.

The S&P Global India Services PMI
Business Activity Index slipped to a
four-month low of  55.5 in July from
59.2 in June, a statement released on
Wednesday showed.

A reading of  over 50 on this survey-
based index shows expansion.

New work intakes rose but weaker
sales growth amid inflationary pres-
sures and unfavourable weather
dampened demand in July, pulling
down the index.

New Delhi: Odisha has be-
come the first state in the
country to retrospectively re-
fund excess royalty collected
from coal consumers if  they
received inferior quality coal
than contracted.

If  adopted by other coal-pro-
ducing states as well, coal
buyers could receive signifi-
cant refunds when supply
quality is not up to the agreed
quality.

Odisha is expected to reim-
burse over Rs 300 crore royal-
ty for coal supplied by Maha-
nadi Coalfields Ltd, a Coal In-
dia unit, between April 2015
and March 2021.

Coal consumers claim re-
funds from Coal India subsid-
iaries and Singareni Collier-
ies Company Ltd in case they
are delivered a lower grade of
coal than paid for. 

These companies issue cred-
it notes in such cases that can
be adjusted in future pay-
ments. 

However, once submitted to
the state exchequer, there are
no refunds made for royalty,

New Delhi: The Supreme Court
on Wednesday directed the Goods
and Services Tax (GST) Council
to issue advisories to all the states
to ensure mention of  Document
Identification Number (DIN) on
all notices sent by state GST aut-
horities.

Implementation of  the DIN sy-
stem by states is expected to make
the entire process of  sending no-
tices more transparent and pre-
vent harassment by tax officials.

A DIN is a 20-digit identification
code that is affixed to every com-
munication sent to taxpayers by
the government.

A bench of  justices MR Shah
and BV Nagarathna said this wo-
uld be in the larger public inter-
est and enhance good governan-
ce. 

It will bring in transparency
and accountability in the indi-
rect tax administration.

“It is submitted that the same
may prevent any abuse by the de-
partmental officers of  pre-dating
communications and ratifying
actions by authorizations subse-
quently made out in the files," the
order said.

New Delhi: The government on
Wednesday introduced in the Lok
Sabha the Energy Conservation
Amendment Bill with provisions for
mandatory minimum use of  non-fos-
sil sources including green hydrogen
and green ammonia for feedstock,
setting up carbon trading markets
and bringing large residential build-
ings under energy conservation am-
bit.

ET on April 20 reported that the gov-
ernment is considering mandating
new residential buildings to be ener-
gy efficiency code compliant, a move
that is likely to save `̀1,20,000 crore
worth of  electricity by 2030 by avoid-
ing generation of  300 billion units. 

Currently, only commercial build-
ings can be mandated to follow ener-
gy efficiency code. 

The proposal is expected to increase
the cost of  construction by 2-3% but
the recovery takes place within 4-5
years through reduced electricity
bills. 

The code will be applicable on new
residential complexes consuming 100
KW load, typically societies with 20
1BHKs or 10 2BHKs, sources said.
