The toll in the aftermath of 
Hurricane ‘Helene’ mounted to 
45 across five districts  on 
Friday, sparking fears of wide-
spread water contamination in 
the counties. Helene is now a 
tropical depression after mak-
ing landfall. The  deaths and 
devastation were mainly due to 
the monstrous surge waves and 
numerous flash floods. 
Emergency has been declared 
in North Carolina which wit-
nessed record  rainfall, shut-
ting a major town. 

Underground distilleries 
were flooded in a few 
counties, throwing up barrels 
of whiskey and wine to the 
streets, causing unbearable 
stench and water contamina-
tion. The Biden administra-

tion mobilized more than 1,500 
federal personnel to support 
communities affected by the 
hurricane, Vice-President 
Kamala Harris told reporters in 
Douglas, Arizona. Harris said 
she and President Biden would 
l “continue to monitor the situ-
ation closely”. She said the 
administration would be pro-
viding food and water and 
energy generators to commu-
nities and is working to restore 
power for “millions of people 
who are currently experienc-
ing outages”.

3,661 killed in  
gang violence 
At least 3,661 people have 
been killed in Haiti in the 
first half of this year amid 
the “senseless” gang 
violence that has 
engulfed the country, 
according to the United 
Nations. The UN Office of 
the High Commissioner 
for Human Rights 
(OHCHR) said on Friday 
that the toll between 
January and June – which 
included 100 children – 
showed that last year’s 
“high levels of violence” 
had been maintained.“No 
more lives should be lost 
to this senseless 
criminality,” said UN 
rights chief Volker Turk in 
a statement. Haiti was 
already reeling from 
years of unrest as 
powerful armed groups – 
often with ties to the 
country’s political and 
business leaders – vied 
for influence and control 
of territory.

REPRESENTATION | Minorities seek assured voice in House, say in government

DHAKA 

Hindu community leaders in 
Bangladesh are advocating 
the formation of a dedicated 
political party, reflecting a call 
for political representation to 
protect their rights and 
ensure their safety. Hindu 
leaders from the Bangladesh 
Hindu Buddhist Christian 
Unity Council (BHBCOP) and 
other groups are now discuss-
ing the possibility of forming  
a separate political party or 
demanding reserved parlia-
mentary seats. 

"There are currently three 
opinions that are being dis-
cussed in detail: first, going 
back to the separate electorate 
system from 1954; second, 
establishing a separate politi-
cal party for Hindus; and 
third, reserving seats in 
Parliament for minorities," 
BHBCOP presidium member 
Kajal Debnath told PTI. The 
discussions came after the 
violence against the Hindu 
community following the res-
ignation of the Awami League 
leader Sheikh Hasina as Prime 
Minister on August 5 follow-
ing a student movement. 

Debnath said the data col-
lected by the BHBCOP points 
to 2,010 incidents of attacks on 
the Hindu community, rang-
ing from murder and physical 
assaults to sexual assaults, 

attacks on temples, and 
destruction of property. There 
are no official figures from the 
Bangladesh government on 
the number of attacks. 

"The discussions and 
exchanges of opinions 
regarding forming a political 
party are at the top of our pri-
ority. Although nothing has 
been finalised, let's see how it 
pans out," said Ranjan 
Karmakar, a leader from the 
Hindu community. "The pro-
posed political party could 
serve as a critical vehicle for 
change, ensuring their con-
cerns are represented and 
addressed," he pointed out. 

Historically, Hindus made 
up  22 per cent of 
Bangladesh's population dur-

ing the 1971 Liberation War, 
but today, they represent only 
approximately 8 per cent. 
Debnath said that forming a 
party for Hindus may not 
work in favour of minorities, 
as it might divide the secular 
votes and not result in victory. 

"The Hindu population is 
scattered across Bangladesh. 
In some areas, it comprises 35 
per cent of the voters, while 
in most places it is 6-8 per 
cent of the voters. Those 
Hindu leaders from the 
Awami League who won in 
the last election garnered 
both Hindu votes and votes 
from Awami League sup-
porters of other commu-
nities. "But if the same person 
contests as a candidate of a 

Hindu party, he or she may 
not be able to garner votes 
from other communities. So, 
the goal of sending represen-
tatives to Parliament won't be 
served," he said. 

There are different 
opinions within the commu-
nity on whether to form a 
separate political party or to 
collaborate with existing 
secular parties. 

"We must focus on our 
common goals. Only by 
standing united can we make 
a significant impact. This is 
our moment to rise and 
reclaim our place in the 
political landscape. But as a 
large section of Hindus are 
identified with the Awami 
League, we too are facing 

attacks," said Gobinda 
Chandra Pramanik, also gen-
eral secretary of the 
Bangladesh Jatiya Hindu 
Mohajote. Debnath said that 
reserving parliamentary 
seats similar to how it is done 
for women could be a sol-
ution. Hindu leaders argue 
that similar reservations for 
the community would give 
them a platform to influence 
policies that directly impact 
their safety and rights. "If we 
have representatives in 
Parliament, they can actively 
advocate for our safety, secur-
ity, and cultural preservation. 
Without representation, we 
risk being forgotten in politi-
cal discussions, left to navi-
gate a hostile environment 
alone," he said.

Nasrallah made 
Hezbollah into 
a potent force

For almost two decades, 
Hassan Nasrallah, 64, the 
secretary general of 
Hezbollah — who was tar-
geted in an Israeli attack on 
Friday and whose status 
remains unclear — has 
avoided public appearances 
out of concern that he would 
be assassinated. The beard 
beneath the black turban 
marking him as a Shiite 
Muslim cleric has turned 
almost white over his 32 years 
in charge of Hezbollah, during 
which time Nasrallah has built 
it into a potent force. 
Hezbollah has become both a 
political organization that 
holds sway in fractured 
Lebanon and an army 
equipped with ballistic mis-
siles that can threaten Tel Aviv. 

The leader of the strongest 
militant group that Iran has 
helped to create in the region, 
Nasrallah has extended its 
reach well beyond Lebanon.  
Designated as a terrorist 
organization by the United 
States, Hezbollah has helped 
to train Hamas fighters, as well 
as militias in Iraq and Yemen. 
He has long called for the lib-
eration of Jerusalem and 
referred to Israel as “the 
Zionist entity”, maintaining 
that all Jewish immigrants 
should return to their coun-
tries of origin and that there 
should be one Palestine with 
equality for Muslims, Jews 
and Christians. 

Nasrallah is believed to live 
modestly and rarely socializes 
outside Hezbollah’s ruling 
circles, eschewing public 
appearances and the tele-
phone since the 2006 34-day 
war against Israel with both 

sides declaring victory. 
Afterward, Hezbollah was 
lauded across the Arab world, 
and took on an increasingly 
active role in conflicts around 
the region. Nasrallah is a 
powerful orator with a robust 
command of classical Arabic. 
He has never pushed hard-
line Islamic rules, like veils for 
women.  The state within a 
state that he helped build with 
Iranian and expatriate financ-
ing as Lebanon struggled to 
emerge from a long civil war 
includes hospitals, schools 
and other social services. 
Born in 1960 in Beirut, 
Nasrallah grew up in a mixed 
neighborhood of impover-
ished Christian Armenians, 
Druse, Palestinians and 
Shiites. His father had a small 
vegetable stand. 

He studied briefly in a sem-
inary in Qum, Iran, in 1989 and 
considered Iran’s 1979 Islamic 
Revolution  to be the model for 
Shiites to end their traditional 
second-class status in the 
Muslim world.

Tougher border rules: Harris 
 in shift in policy on immigrants

Democratic Party nominee 
and Vice-President Kamala 
Harris on Friday promised a 
new and more stringent 
immigration policy at the US-
Mexico border in what is seen 
as a dramatic shift from her 
2020 campaign for the VP 
post. After facing flak over the 
immigration policy and 
mounting criticism for not 
caring to visit the US-Mexico 
border in years, Harris made 
an effort to plug a weak spot 
in her campaign by visiting 
the border area and vowed to 
keep President Biden's 
asylum crackdown in place 
if elected. Her first 
border trip as the 
Democratic nomi-
nee comes as  she is 
looking to make 
gains on her oppo-
nent, Donald Trump, 
on border issues. “I shall 
be more tough than my boss,” 
Harris told reporters at 
Douglas, Arizona, confirming 
that the Democrats would 
bring more stringent immi-

gration rules. 
"The United States is a 

sovereign nation and I 
believe we have a 
duty to set rules at 
our border and to 
enforce them," she 

said at the border. 
"Those who cross our 

borders unlawfully will 
be apprehended and 
removed and barred from 
reentering for five-years. We 
will pursue more severe 
criminal charges against 

repeat violators. And if 
someone does not make an 
asylum request at a legal 
point if entry, and instead 
crosses our border unlaw-
fully, they will be barred 
from receiving asylum," she 
said, Her comments marked 
a dramatic shift from her 
more liberal immigration 
positions during the 2020 
campaign, when she signaled 
support for decriminalizing 
unauthorized border cross-
ings and more lenient 
asylum policies.  Harris also 
favoured a pathway to US 
citizenship for undocu-
mented immigrants who 
have been in the US "for 
years," including the so-
called "Dreamers" who were 
brought to the country as 
children.  

Her opponents in the 
Republican party described 
the visit as just a photo-op, but 
Harris used her border visit to 
address one of the most press-
ing political vulnerabilities 
faced by her presidential cam-
paign: illegal immigration. It is 
an issue that Americans have 
grown increasingly worried 
about in recent years amid 
record levels of migrant cross-
ings at the southern border, 
polls show.

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Poop blast as 
sewage pipe 
bursts in China

In a bizarre and stomach-
churning incident, a fountain 
of human excreta shot up 33 
feet into the air before raining 
down on unsuspecting com-
muters, cars, pedestrians and 
even pets, following a sewage 
pipe explosion in China’s 
Nanning on September 24.  All 
were left smudged in streaks 
of human waste that turned 
the city into a yellowish-
brown stinky pool. Visuals 
splashed across social media 
showed a fountain of human 
excreta shooting into the air 
before splatting the window 
shields of cars and trucks on a 
busy road in southern China. 
Pedestrians were also splat-
tered from head to toe with 
human excreta. 

The incident happened 
when construction workers 
were conducting a pressure 
test on a newly installed sew-
age pipe, a report in The 
Mirror said. Several vehicles 
also sustained damage due to 
a sudden sewage pipe 
explosion. However, no one 
was injured in the incident. A 
huge clean-up operation was 
carried out by officials after 
the blast. The Nanning 
municipal authorities, how-
ever, denied reports that the 
rupture was due to accidental 
damage during construction. 

"My car is stained yellow 
and it smells. I can't continue 
using it," one driver told local 
reporters. Another irate 
driver said, "I am drenched in 
poo." 

 Social media users had a 
field day as the incident 
prompted an avalanche of 
memes and humourous 
remarks on X. "Caught in a 
sh**ty situation," one user said. 
Another commented, "I can 
only imagine the chaos and 
the clean-up that will follow."

Harris slams rival 
Donald Trump for 
playing politics 
instead of fixing 
problem

‘Consent’ likely to 
be part of French 
Roshan Bourget 
PARIS 

On Friday, the newly 
appointed French Minister of 
Justice, Didier Migaud, 
declared on public radio 
channel, France Inter, that he 
was in favour of integrating 
the notion of sexual consent 
into French Law. The debate 
surrounding the redefinition 
of this crime in the penal code 
has resurfaced in France 
with the Mazan rape 
trial that shook all of 
France. 

The Mazan trial 
began four weeks 
ago in the city of 
Avignon and the issue of 
non-consent has come up fre-
quently during the hearings. 
In this case, one Dominique 
Pelicot is being tried, along-
side 50 other people, for hav-
ing drugged his wife for 10  
years with the aim of raping 
her and having her raped by 
dozens of strangers he 
recruited on the Internet. 

Last March, French 
President Emmanuel Macron 
had already expressed his 
intention to change the defini-
tion of rape in French law by 
integrating the notion of con-
sent, like other European 

countries.  
At present, Article 222-23 of 

the French Criminal Code 
defines rape as "any act of sex-
ual penetration, of whatever 
nature, or any oro-genital act 
committed on another indi-
vidual or by violence, con-
straint, threat or surprise by 
the perpetrator on the indi-
vidual”. There is no explicit 
mention of “sexual consent”. 
The sentence for rape in 

France is seven years of 
jail and a fine of 

€100,000. 
Enshrining con-

sent in law would 
mean redefining 

rape as any sexual act 
without explicit agree-

ment. The 2024 report on the 
state of sexism by the French 
High Council for Equality lists 
several examples of “lack of 
consent”. Having sex with a 
person who is under the 
influence of alcohol or drugs 
without first ensuring that 
they are able to say "yes" or 
"no", constitutes a “situation of 
non-consent.” Carrying out 
sexual intercourse with your 
partner through "insistence" 
or emotional blackmail when 
they "do not want to" or say 
“no” is also a "non-consent 
scenario."
