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TEACHERS TURN UP LATE AS 
BIOMETRICS PUT ON HOLD

LACK of  monitoring has em-
boldened government school 
teachers and headmasters to 
come late for work as the bio-
metric attendance system re-
mains suspended due to out-
break of  Covid -19 pandemic.

Sources said, in school edu-
cation department, Chief  Ed-
ucational Officer (CEO) of  
Karur Madankumar, in an  in-
spection at Krishnarayapuram 
panchayat union primary 
school on March 1, found a 
woman teacher reporting for 
work at 9.40 am instead of  9 
am. But, in the attendance 
register, the teacher men-
tioned she had come at 9 am. 
HM failed to monitor it, and 
CEO issued a notice to her.

“Not only here, based on a 
complaint, when Salem CEO 
N Murugan inspected the 
Chettimankurichi govern-
ment higher secondary school 
at Edappadi on March 12, he 
found out the HM and seven 
teachers coming in 
late regularly. He in-
itiated action against 
them and deducted 
their one day’s salary. 
Many teachers come to 
school late in rural ar-
eas,” sources added.

President of  
Tamil  Nadu 
Teachers’ and 
School Protec-
tion Associa- tion, 
R Ramkumar told TNIE, 
“Teachers in primary and 
middle schools must come 
at 9 am and, headmasters at 
8.45 am. High and higher 

secondary school teachers 
must come by 9.15 am. But 
many teachers in rural schools 
do not follow the timings.”

“The school education de-
partment installed biometric 
attendance system in 2019, fol-
lowing which teachers started 
to come on time. Due to Covid  
outbreak, the system was sus-
pended. Taking advantage of  
this, a few teachers and HMs 
are not punctual,” he said. 

He urged the department to 
restore biometric system. A 
primary school teacher, on 
condition of  anonymity, said, 
“Block Educational Officers 
(BEOs) should monitor if  
teachers come on time by con-
ducting regular inspections, 
but it is not happening. This is 
also one of  the reasons for 
teachers coming late.”

A CEO said, “During inspec-
tion, we found that one or two 
teachers were regularly com-
ing late. I issued memos to 
over 50 teachers so far in the 
district since schools reo-
pened.  Biometric attendance 

will instill discipline in 
teachers.” 

C o i m b a t o r e 
CEO N Geetha 

said she will 
instruct BEOs 

and DEOs to 
conduct inspec-

tions regularly.
A school educa-

tion department 
senior of ficial 

said the biometric 
system will be re-

introduced from next 
academic year based 
on Covid situation.

School campus turns tipplers den
Coimbatore: Parents of students studying at the Panchayat 
Union Primary School (PUMS) at Nagarajapuram alleged that 
the campus turns a bar in the evenings. A parent told TNIE, 
“Nearly 45 students from Nagarajapuram study here. As there is 
no entrance gate or security guard for the school, a group of 
youth enter the campus at night to consume liquor. Every 
morning, we see liquor bottles, cigarette covers strewn around 
the campus.” A teacher said, “The local youth, in an inebriated 
state, broke the water pipe and windows. Management pooled in 
`5000 to repair the connection. We urged school education 
department for funds to renovate the compound wall and install 
a new gate. But it is pending. We lodged a complaint with 
Vadavalli police but they refused to take action citing jurisdiction 
issues.” CEO N Geetha said an inquiry would be held on this.

Deworming week begins, students given tablets
Coimbatore: National deworming week (March 14-19) was kick-
started in the district on Monday. More than 4 lakh children are 
expected to benefit from the camp. Municipal Corporation (CCMC) 
Commissioner Raja Gopal Sunkara said children between the ages of 1 
and 19 and women between the ages 20 and 30(except pregnant and 
lactating women) can benefit through the camp. “The special camp 
for the left-out children will be on March 21(Monday) from 9 am to 2 
pm. Children between 2 and 5 years should be given 1 tablet of 
Albendazole 400 mg and children between 1 and 2 years can be given 
half tablet of Albendazole 200 mg in powdered form,” he added.  In 
Dharmapuri, Collector S Divyadarshini inaugurated the campaign at 
government higher secondary school in Nallampalli. “So far, we 
identified 4.92 lakh kids between ages 1 and 19 and over 1.22 lakh 
women aged between 20 and 30 to take the medicine,” she said.
