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CCMC to lease 
out multi-level car 
parking facility

AS part of  revenue-boosting 
measures, the Coimbatore City 
Municipal Corporation (CCMC) 
has planned to lease out the 
Multi-Level Car Parking 
(MLCP) facility in RS Puram to 
private players by handing over 
its operations to contractors.

The civic body has also 
planned to set up a new food 
court opposite the MLCP facil-
ity at a cost of   `1 crore to in-
crease revenue.

The state-of-the-art MLCP 
was built on DB Road under the 
Smart Cities Mission at a cost 
of  `41.67 crore. With each floor 
having a capacity of  80, a total 
of  320 cars can be parked at 
once on the four floors. Apart 
from that, 60 cars can be parked 
on the ground floor increasing 
the tally to 380 cars.

Despite being the first-of-its-
kind facility in the city, the RS 
Puram MLCP has failed to at-
tract the public. Sources said 
not even one-third of  the total 
capacity of  the facility is uti-
lised as only a scanty number 
of  cars are being parked here. 
Various reasons, such as the 
distance between the shops and 
the MLCP, unavailability of  
shuttle services and the time-
consuming process to park the 
cars among others have been 
cited for the poor patronisation 
of  the facility.

In view of  this, the civic body 
has decided to hand over the fa-
cility to private players on a 
contract basis to run and main-
tain the facility. Currently, the 
corporation-run MLCP facility 
has been collecting about `3.5 
to 4 lakh a month and is main-
tained by the CCMC on its own. 
In a bid to boost revenue and 

utilise the parking lot to its full 
potential, the CCMC has 
planned to invite a ‘Request for 
Proposal’ from private parties 
to tender the facility. The CCMC 
announced the decision in its 
annual budget for the financial 
year 2024-25.

Similarly, the CCMC has also 
announced its plan to build a 
food court with stalls opposite 
the MLCP to raise revenue.

Earlier, the civic body had 
planned to build a two-wheeler 
parking lot on the available 
land, opposite the MLCP facil-
ity. But now, the plan has been 
changed by the CCMC.

Speaking to TNIE, CCMC 
Commissioner M Sivaguru 
Prabakaran said, “The plan to 
give the RS Puram MLCP facil-
ity to private players for opera-
tion and maintenance is to reg-
ulate the facility and the 
on-street and off-street parking 
in RS Puram. The parking fee 
at the facility will not be hiked 
after it’s given to a contractor. 
The civic body will fix the cost 
and that will be followed by the 
contractor. After building shops 
for the food court, we shall 
build a two-wheeler parking lot 
if  any remaining land is 
available.”

Give promotion to assistant professors,  
Bharathiar University orders principals

BHARATHIAR University re-
cently directed the principals 
of  all its affiliated self-financ-
ing colleges to give promotions 
to eligible associate professors 
as per the Government Order 
(GO) 5 released by the higher 
education department in 2021.

According to  sources, as per 
GO 5, an associate professor 
can be promoted to professor 
based on qualification eligibil-
ity such as PhD, experience, 
etc. Despite eligibility, associ-
ate professors were not promot-
ed to professors, especially by 
p r i v a t e  c o l l e g e 
administration.

“Meanwhile, a demand was 
raised at Bharathiar Universi-
ty’s syndicate meeting that the 
private college should give a 

promotion to associate profes-
sor as professor. Following it, 
the Bharathiar University gave 
this direction,” sources added.

An associate professor, C 
Ranjith (name changed) at a 
private arts and science college 
in the city, has welcomed this 
move. He told TNIE, “Giving 
promotion is just eye- 
wash. In reality, teach-
ing faculties in the po-
sition of  assistant and 
associate professors 
get minimal salary 
which is not enough to 
lead our life.”

“As per the University Grants 
Commission pay scale,  private 
colleges should give a mini-
mum salary of  ̀ 45,000 to teach-
ing staff. Except for a few col-
leges, many colleges give salary 
under `20,000,” he said.

A professor from Bharathiar 

University told TNIE, “If  pri-
vate college teaching staff  get 
professor posts, they would be 
eligible to apply for the Vice 
Chancellor post.”

Former president of  the 
Tamil Nadu Government Col-
lege Teachers’ Association, T 
Veeramani told TNIE, “Citing 

funds crunch, Tamil Nadu 
higher education de-
partment is refusing 
promotion to teaching 
staff  who are working 
in government and aid-

ed colleges, from associ-
a t e  p r o f e s s o r  t o 

professor.”
One of  the VC committee 

members told TNIE that as per 
request from private colleges 
and approval of  the syndicate 
meeting, we have sent a circu-
lar to the colleges as per the  
GO 5. 

QR code badge stickers for advocates’ vehicles

THE Coimbatore Bar Associa-
tion launched QR code-enabled 
badge stickers for vehicles of  
advocates registered with their 
association to prevent fake and 
unauthorised usage of  the ‘Ad-
vocates Badge’. 

The event was held at Com-
bined Court Complex, Coim-
batore, on Thursday, and the 
stickers were released by  Ad-
ditional District Judge S 
Sashirekha. 

Bar Association president K 
M Dhandapani said, “In 1979 
when we started our career 
there were only 320 advocates 
in Coimbatore. However, now 
there are more than 4,000 mem-
bers registered with the asso-
ciation and several others who 
are not related to the profession 
have also started sticking advo-
cate symbol stickers on their 
vehicles. These stickers are 

used as a means to identify le-
gal professionals. However, as 
some unauthorised people have 
started using them, we plan to 
curtail the practice with tech-
nology. After a detailed discus-

sion with the judiciary and po-
lice, we came up with new QR 
code-enabled stickers for our 
members who are registered 
and authorised for legal prac-
tice.” He added, “After the 

launch, as many as 1,760 advo-
cates received the sticker and 
others were asked to get them 
after furnishing their details 
related to their profession and 
their vehicle like registration 
ID, Address, etc. Once we scan 
the QR code, we can get their 
entire details on a smartphone. 
It ensures that no one who uses 
the badge is involved in wrong-
doings and even if  they face 
any legal issues, like traffic vio-
lations, once they get booked, 
the server will get the date and 
it will update their profile.”

He further said, “This meth-
od ensures preventing fake and 
unauthorised vehicles bearing 
Advocate badge from entering 
the court premises and police 
can also identify their authori-
sation by simple scanning.”

City Police Commissioner V 
Balakrishnan said that this ini-
tiative helps police to prevent 
unknown people from entering 
into the court premises.
