Govt boosts gas supplies
to CGD firms, stocks rise

FE BUREAU
New Delhi, Januvary 3

SHARE PRICES OF City Gas
Distribution (CGD) companies,
including Indraprastha Gas,
Mahanagar Gas, and Gujarat
Gas,surged by up to 6% on Fri-
day, recovering from intraday
lows. The rally came after the
oilministryannouncedreallo-
cation of natural gas, diverting
supplies from LPG production
to city gas retailers to meet
the demand for compressed
natural gas (CNG) and piped
cooking gas.

Share prices of Indraprastha
Gas rose by as much as 6.19%
toahighofI453.35 onthe BSE
before closing at ¥441.20,up
3.35% from the previous close.
The Mahanagar Gas stock
gained 2.5% intraday and
ended the day at 1,316, up
1.53%.Gujarat Gas share prices
closed at ¥514.15, reflecting a
1.2% increase.

According to PTI, the oil
ministry has ordered state-
owned Gail and Oil and Nat-

THE AFTEREFFECT
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ural Gas Corporation (ONGC)
to reduce gas supplied for LPG
production. Of the total 2.55
million standard cubic meters
per day (mmscmd) of gas used
for LPG production, 1.27
mmscmd (0.637 mmscmd
each from Gail and ONGC) has
been reallocated to the CGD
sector for CNG and piped gas
supplies during the January-
March quarter.

The report further stated
that Gail and ONGC will have

touse either higher-priced gas
produced from new fields or
rely on imported liquefied
natural gas (LNG) to replace
thelost volumes.The ministry
also ordered pro-rata alloca-
tion of gas from newwellsand
earmarked ONGC’s Ramnad
field for the city gas sector,
which will make available
about 1.7-2 mmscmd of gasto
city gas retailers.

The governmentin October
and November last year had

cut supplies of domesticgasto
city gasretailers byas much as
40% in view of limited output
leading city gasretailers to hike
CNG prices by X2-3 perkg.
Thehikein CNG prices made
it less attractive than alternate
fuelslike petrol and diesel.
“Toresolve this,the ministry
of petroleumand natural gasin
a December 31 order rejigged
some allocations of gas pro-
duced from below ground and
undersea,’the report said.

Vande Bharat
sleeper trains
set for May
launch

MANU KAUSHIK
New Delhi, Januvary 3

WITH SUCCESSFULTRIALS of
the Vande Bharat sleeper trains
at a peak speed of 180 kmph,
the railways is gearing up to
upgrade its premium long-dis-
tance passenger services.While
trials will conclude by January-
end, sources told FE that these
trains are expected to start its
services by May this year.
“Once these trials are over,
thetrainwillbe evaluated by the
Railway Safety Commissionerat
the maximum speed.Only after
passing the final stage, Vande
Bharat trains will be certified
and handed over to Indian rail-
ways for induction and regular
service,” the ministry stated.
Experts stated that the Vande
Bharat sleeper trains could
reduce the travel time by 2-4
hours compared to Rajdhani
Express and Shatabdi Express,
depending on thejourney.
However,thelaunch of these
premium trains may not have
much impact on Indian Rail-
ways’ passenger revenue due to
“expensive fares” and poten-
tially lower occupancy rates.

MSP paddy purchases
cross last year’s level

SANDIP DAS
New Delhi, January 3

DESPITE A SLUGGISH com-
mencement of procurement
caused by storage crunch in
Punjab, the government’s
paddy procurement for the
2024-25 season (October-Sep-
tember) has surpassed 48.3
million tonne (MT), slightly
higher than lastyear.

Officials noted that pro-
curement operations gained
momentum over the past six
weeks after the government
began evacuating surplus rice
stocks from Punjab, thelargest
contributor to the central pool
grain stock.

The key contributions are
Punjab (17.35 MT), Chhattis-
garh (8.89 MT),Haryana (5.37
MT), Telangana (4.26 MT),
Uttar Pradesh (3.86 MT),Mad-
hya Pradesh (2.48 MT) and
Odisha (1.28 MT).

The procurement drive has
bolstered the rice stock in the
central pool, which currently
stands at 60.59 MT—higher
than the buffer norm of 7.61
MT for January 1. As of Thurs-
day, the Food Corporation of
India (FCI) and state agencies

DESPITE A SLUGGISH com-
mencement of procurement
caused by storage crunch in
Punjab, the government’s
paddy procurement for the
2024-25 season (October-Sep-
tember) has surpassed 48.3
million tonne (MT), slightly
higher than lastyear.
