UK rolls out first passports in name of King Charles III

LONDON: For the first time in 70 years, British passports bearing
the title of "His Majesty" will start being issued this week in the
name of King Charles Ill. UK Home Secretary Suella Braverman
unveiled the new design update on Tuesday evening which changes

the passport salutation from "Her Majesty" following the death of
Queen Elizabeth Il in September last year. As is customary, the 74-
year-old King himself does not carry a passport as it is a document

issued in his name.
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UK bypolls: Tories
brace for worst

LONDON: The UK is holding
three special elections for House
of Commons seats on Thursday
that will let a broad cross-section
of voters in northern England,
southwest England and on
London's suburban fringe deliver
a verdict on the party that has
governed Britain since 2010.
The three elections are part of
the still-rippling shockwaves from
the turbulent term of ex-leader
Boris Johnson. He quit as a
lawmaker last month, almost a
year after resigning as prime
minister, when a standards
watchdog concluded he'd lied to
Parliament about lawbreaking
parties in his office during the
coronavirus pandemic. An ally
followed Johnson out the door,
and another lawmaker has
resigned amid sex and drugs
allegations, triggering the three
by-elections. The Tories are
bracing for the worst.

Woman convicted

for Capitol riots

WASHINGTON: A Pennsylvania
woman who used a bullhom to
direct rioters attacking the US
Capitol was convicted on
Tuesday of charges that she
joined the mob in an attempt to
keep President Joe Biden out of
the White House. US District
Judge Royce Lamberth heard
testimony without a jury before
he convicted Rachel Marie Powell
of felony charges stemming from
the January 6, 2021, siege.
Powell, who was convicted of all
nine counts in her indictment, is
scheduled to be sentenced on
October 17, according to court
records. Powell, wearing a
distinctive pink hat and fur-lined
jacket hoodie, joined a mob of
rioters who confronted police
officers at bike rack barriers on
the west side of the Capitol. She
used her back to push against
the police line, prosecutors said.

Pakistan: At least

11 workers killed

ISLAMABAD: At least 11
construction workers were killed
and six others injured on
Wednesday when a wall of a
building collapsed on them after
heavy rains in Islamabad. The
building was located on the
Peshawar Road area here. Local
Superintendent of Police (SP)
Khan Zeb confirmed that 11
bodies were recovered from the
rubble.

The six injured were shifted to
the Pakistan Institute of Medical
Sciences. They are out of danger.
Heavy rains have been lashing
the county since last month. The
country has been facing a flood
situation for days due to
incessant rains.

Russian President Vladimir
Putin will not attend the
BRICS economic summit in
Johannesburg next month,
the office of South African
President Cyril Ramaphosa
said in a statement on
Wednesday. The decision
means South Africa will not
face the dilemma of
whether it should carry out
an International Criminal
Court arrest warrant
against the Russian leader.
South Africa is a signatory
to the treaty that created
the ICC and would have
been obliged under that to
arrest Putin, although the
country had given strong
hints that it would have

likely not executed the ar-
rest warrant.

But Wednesday's an-
nouncement allows South
Africa to avoid the problem
and comes after Ramaphosa
spoke with Putin by tele-
phone in recent days. The
decision for Putin not to at-
tend was by "mutual agree-
ment," Ramaphosa's office

said. Russia will instead be
represented at the Aug 22-24
summit by Foreign
Minister Sergey Lavrov.
The BRICS economic bloc
is made up of Brazil, Rus-
sia, India, China and South
Africa. South Africa had in-
vited the leaders of the oth-
er four countries to the
summit before Putin's ar-
rest warrant was issued by
the ICC in March. The an-
nouncement brings to an
end months of speculation
over if Putin was going to
travel to South Africa.
Putin has not travelled to
any country that is a signa-
tory to the ICC treaty since
he was indicted for war
crimes over the abduction
of children from Ukraine.

Russia strikes Ukraine
grain infrastructure

Kyiv: Russian missile attacks
on Ukraine's Black Sea coast
have destroyed 60,000 tonnes
of grain and damaged stor-
age infrastructure, officials
say, according to the BBC.

Agriculture Minister
Mykola Solskyi said a "con-
siderable amount" of export
infrastructure was out of op-
eration.

Russia has pulled out of an
international grain deal in
place since last summer,
guaranteeing safe passage
for exports across the Black
Sea.

The Kremlin argued its de-
mands for Russian exports
had not been honoured.

Within hours of its with-
drawal from the grain deal

on Monday, Russia had
struck the southern port
cities of Odesa and Mykolaiv
in the early hours of Tuesday.

Russia launched an in-
tense series of night-time air
attacks sending drones and
missiles toward places across
Ukraine, and targeting the
southern port city of Odesa
for a second night in a row,
Ukrainian officials said on
Wednesday:

Meanwhile, Russian emer-
gency officials in Crimea
said that over 2,200 people
were evacuated from four vil-
lages because of a fire at a
military facility.

The fire also caused the
closure of an important
highway.

Russians against Ukraine war should spy for UK: MI6 chief

British spies are using Al to hamper the supply of weapons to Russia, says the agency head

British spies are already us-
ing artificial intelligence to
hamper the supply of
weapons to Russia, the
head of Britain's MI6
agency said on Wednesday;
predicting that Western
spies will increasingly have
to focus on tracking the ma-
lign use of AI by hostile
states. In a rare public
speech, Richard Moore also

urged Russians who oppose
the invasion of Ukraine to
spy for Britain, saying oth-
ers had already done so
since the war began. "Our
door is always open," he
said.

In a speech that depicted
artificial intelligence as
both a huge potential asset
and a major threat, Moore
said his staff at Britain's
foreign intelligence agency
"are combining their skills

with AI and bulk data to
identify and disrupt the
flow of weapons to Russia
for use against Ukraine".

Calling China the "single
most important strategic
focus" for his agency, Moore
said, "we will increasingly
be tasked with obtaining in-
telligence on how hostile
states are using Al in dam-
aging, reckless and unethi-
cal ways".

Australia trying to identify
washed-up mysterlous object

The  Australian Space
Agency said it was liaising
with other space agencies to
identify the cylindrical object
that washed up on a remote
Australian beach. It was dis-
covered at Green Head about
250 kilometers north of the
city of Perth late Sunday. It
appears to be partly made of
awoven material. "The object
could be from a foreign space
launch vehicle and we are li-
aising with global counter-
parts who may be able to pro-
vide more information," the
agency tweeted.

European Space Agency
engineer Andrea Boyd said
her colleagues believed the
item that washed up from the
Indian Ocean fell from an In-
dian rocket while launching

"We're pretty sure, based
on the shape and the size, it is
an upper-stage engine from

"There is a
United Nations Office for
Outer Space Affairs, and they
have an Outer Space Treaty
that everyone has signed say-
ing that whoever launches
something into space is re-
sponsible for it right until the
very end," Boyd said.

The Indian Space
Research Organization did
not immediately respond to a
request for comment on
Tuesday. Western Australia
Police said in a statement on
Monday that a government
chemical analysis had deter-
mined the object was safe
and "there is no current risk
to the community" Authori-
ties had earlier treated the de-
vice as hazardous and urged
the public to stay away.
