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AMENDMENT BILLTO TABLED DURING MONSOON SESSION

Parl panel seeks response on
IBC amendments by June 16

MANU KAUSHIK
New Delhi, June 12

THE PROPOSED AMEND-
MENTS to the Insolvency and
Bankruptcy Code (IBC) could
include a modification in the
14-day timeline foradmission
of applications and equitable
treatment for operational
creditors with financial credi-
tors, official sources have indi-
cated to FE.The standing com-
mittee of finance is also
weighing an increase in the
member strength of the tri-
bunals —judicial and technical
— and also the constitution of
special IBC benches.

The Parliamentarypanel has
invited suggestions from stake-
holders on possible amend-
ments to the Code. The sugges-
tions need to be sent in by June
16.The panel mayalso hold dis-
cussions with a few stakehold-
ers before the IBC amendment
Billis tabled in the monsoon ses-
sion of the parliament in July,
the officials cited above said.

The modification in the
timelines for admission of
applications will require
changesin Section 7,9 and 10.

Currently, the adjudicating
authority — National Company
Law Tribunal (NCLT) —has 14-
daytimeframe to dispose of (by
admitting orrejecting) applica-
tions for the initiation of cor-
porate insolvency resolution
process (CIRP).

The amendment to Section
31(4) of the Code, which man-
dates that an approval from the
Competition Commission of
India (CCI) must be obtained
before the committee of credi-
torsvotesonaresolution plan,is
also likely to be included in the
current round of amendments,

Experts said that the CCI
approvals often takesupto 210
dayswhich makesitdifficult to
adheretothe 330-daydeadline
of completing the CIRP.
Though early this year, the
Supreme Court noted that the
CCI approvals for combina-
tionsare efficientwithanaver-
age of 21 working days,and a
fewexceeding 120 days.

“Thetimelineof 210daysas
stipulated under the Competi-
tionActwould beattracted only
in cases which involve an
extremely high degree of AAEC

(appreciable adverse effect on
competition),mostlyindicative
of a complicated super-
monopolistic behemoth,” the
apex court order said.

So far, the government has
made six amendments to the
IBCinadditiontoahost of other
changesin theregulations,since
theenactment of IBCin 2016.

These amendments are
aimed to bring clarity to the
existing provisions, introduce
newregulationstodealwiththe
practical challenges, and to
speed up theresolution process.
For instance, the last 3 years
have witnessed a surge in the
approval of resolution plans
under the IBC. Of 1,194 resolu-
tion plans over the
last eight years, 60% (708) res-
olutions were done in the last
threeyears.

According to the RBI report
on Trend and Progress of Bank-
ing in India (December 2024),
the IBC has emerged as the
dominant recovery route,
accountingfor48% ofall recov-
eriesmadebybanks, followed by
the SARFAESI Act (329%), Debt
Recovery Tribunals (17%),and
Lok Adalats (3%)in FY24.

Petro product exports grow in May

New Delhi, June 12

AFTER A DIP in April, India’s
petroleum product exports
rebounded in May, reaching
1.34 million barrels per day
(bpd),a 31%increasefrom 1.02
millionbpdinApril,accordingto
global real-time data and ana-
lytics provider Kpler. The surge
was supported by higher refin-
ery runs and improved opera-
tional uptime. On a y-o-y basis,
exportsroseby 5.7% from 1.27
million bpdin May 2024.
Malaysia, Singapore,and the
Netherlandsemergedasthetop
destinations for India’s petro-
leum product exports in May.
Fresh data indicates a signifi-
cant rise in shipments to key
markets such as Singapore,
Europe,and Australia.

MORE SHIPMENTS
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Exports to Singapore
climbed to 140,000 bpd from
118,700 bpd in April. Ship-
ments to Australia rose to
65,700 bpd from 50,500 bpd,
while exports to Europe nearly
doubled, surging to 360,000
bpd from 190,000 bpd.“While
flows to the UAE declined, the
overall export basket remained
robust and geographically
diversified,” said Sumit Ritolia,

lead research analyst, refining &
modeling at Kpler.

Ritolia stated that the recov-
ery was primarily driven by a
decline in maintenance-related
shutdowns, most notably at
Reliance’s Jamnagar refinery,
which completed itsturnaround
by end-April. The resulting
ramp-upincrudeintakeboosted
productoutputacross theboard,
including gasoline and diesel.

India primarily supplies
petroleum products to coun-
tries in Europe and Asia. The
nation has become a key fuel
exporter to Europe in recent
months, following theregion’s
boycott of Russian energy
imports after the invasion of
Ukraine.Kpleranticipates that
India’s refined product exports
will remain resilient in the
near future.

India and Sweden

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Food inflation falls to 0.99% in May

INDIA'S RETAILFOOD inflation
eased t00.99%in May,marking
a seven-month low, driven by
lower prices for increases veg-
etables, cereals, pulses, meat,
and spices. However, inflation
in edible oils and fruits
remained elevated.

The Consumer Food Price
Index (CFPI)fellby0.051%ona
sequential basis in May com-
pared to April. In contrast, food
inflationwasas highas 8.7%in
May 2024.

Vegetable inflation saw a
sharp year-on-year decline of
12.74% in May, following a
10.98% drop in April. In con-
trast, edible oil and fruit infla-
tion remained high at 17.91%
and 12.7%, respectively.

“Higher production of pulses
in both kharif and rabi crops
helped temper prices.In thecase
ofvegetables,therewasthebase
effectaswellas highersupplies,’
said Madan Sabnavi, chief econ-
omist, Bank of Baroda.

Sabnavi noted that the
early onset of rainsin June has
affected tomato and onion
crops, pushing up their prices.
“Therewould hence be moder-
ationininflation next month,”
he added.

Cereal inflation was at
4.77% in Mayand has stayed in
single digits for several months,
thanks toabumperrice harvest
that softened prices.

At 0.99%, the May 2025
food inflation rate is the lowest

However, wheat inflation
rose to 9.94% in May from
7.61% in April.

Mustard oil inflation stood
at 19.61% while refined oil
jumped 24.27% on a year-on-
year basis. India imports about
58% of its edible oil needs.

Pulses inflation declined for
the fourth consecutive month,
falling by 8.22% in May, sup-
ported by the expectation of
strong harvests in both kharif
and rabi seasons. Pulses infla-
tion had peaked at 113% in
August 2024.

However, not all pulse vari-
eties followed this trend. The
gram split variety registered
inflation of 5.06%in May,down

from 7.6% in April. In contrast,
arhar prices declined sharply,
posting negative inflation of -
19.54%, due to a high base
effect and record harvest fol-
lowing two years of shortage.

AditiNayar,chief economist,
Icra, expects “the CPI-food and
beverages inflation to ease fur-
therin June 2025, supported by
afavourablebase”.

Nayar also emphasized the
importance of monsoon
dynamics: “The temporal and
spatial distribution of monsoon
is crucial to ensure favorable
increasein cropyields.Excessive
rainfall concentrated during
short periods of time could
destroy the standing crops and
thereby remains a key moni-
torable”

to 1.18MT

INDIA'S EDIBLE OIL imports
declined sharply by 22% year-
on-year to 1.18 million tonne
(MT) in May, according to data
released by the Solvent Extrac-
tors’ Association (SEA) on
Thursday.

This marks the sixth consec-
utive monthly decline in ship-
ments of both palm and refined
oils, primarily due to higher
global prices and a strong
domestic oilseeds harvest.

During the ongoing
2024-25 oil year (Novem-
ber-May), total vegetable oil
imports fell by 9% to 7.88 MT
compared to the same period
last year.

Palm oil imports dropped
22% t0 0.59 MT in May,down
from 0.76 MTayear earlier.

The cude palm oil shipments
fell 5% to 0.55 MT. Soybean oil
imports declined 23% to 0.39
MT,while sunflower oilimports
saw the steepest drop — falling
by 55.3%t00.18 MT.

The share of palm oil in
total imports fell significantly
to 42%, compared to 58%
during the same seven-month
period lastyear.Conversely,the
share of other oils rose to 57%
from 42%.

NHAI caps number of highway
projects per engineer

TO ENSURE QUALITATIVE
monitoring of highway pro-
jects, the National Highway
Authority of India (NHAI) has
put a limit on the maximum
numberof the projectsthat can
be assigned to an engineer of
consultancy firms.Amaximum
of 10 projects per engineer of
the consultancy firms can be
assigned for the supervision of
construction or maintenance
of national highway projects
NHAI said on Thursday.

The decision will come into
effect after 60 days, providing
consultancyfirmstimetomake
appropriate adjustments. Con-
sultancy firmsworking as inde-
pendent engineer, authority
engineer or supervision consul-
tant were assigning too many
projects to a designated ‘engi-
neer,compromising the quality
of monitoring, officials said.

Thedecisionwas taken three
weeksafteranincidentin Kerala
on May 19,wherin a stretch of
National Highway-66 at
Kooriyad in Malappuram dis-

trictcollapsed,sparkingadebate
over the quality of construction
of national highways.NHAI sus-
pended its project director and
terminated the service of a site
engineerin the case.The conces-
sionaireand independent engi-
neer were also suspended from
participating in future bids and
a show cause notice was issued
inthe matter.

Theengineer’sroleisimpor-
tant in the construction of
national highways.The compli-
ance of specifications and con-
tract provisionsis primarily con-
trolled and supervised by the
consultant’s team through the
designated engineerassigned to
a particular project.

“Due to more number of

projectsinhand,the designated
‘engineer’maynotbeableto ful-
fil contractual obligations,
defeating the purpose of quali-
tative and quantitative moni-
toring of the projects,’ said the
ministry of road transport and
highwaysin a statement.

The highways ministry
added capping the projects per
‘engineer’ will enhance opera-
tional efficiency and ensure
high quality implementation
aswell as maintenance of high-
ways. The move will also go a
long way to ensure safe,
smooth, and seamless travel
experience on national high-
ways across the country.

“The designated ‘engineer’
from the consulting firm is
required to visit the assigned
project site every month and
provide inputs in the monthly
progress report as per consul-
tancy and civil contract provi-
sions.The restriction of a maxi-
mum of 10 projects per
‘engineer’shall comeinto effect
after 60 days, providing time to
the consultancy firms to make
appropriateadjustmentsin this
period,”’the ministry said.
