NEW DELHI : The Delhi NCT
government on Thursday
requested the Commission
for Air Quality Management
(CAQM) to place on hold the
enforcement that mandates
the denial of fuel to end-of-
life vehicles in Delhi.

In a letter to the
Commission, Delhi Minister
for Environment, Forests,
and Wildlife, Manjinder Singh
Sirsa, wrote that soon after
the implementation of the
direction, which came into
effect on July 1, 2025, it was
revealed that "certain issues"
needed to be addressed
before they could be fully
implemented.

Under the new Delhi gov-
ernment's policy, petrol vehi-
cles older than 15 years and
diesel vehicles older than 10
years are now denied refu-
elling at fuel stations in the
city.

"The Government of Delhi
is fully aligned with the
Commission's objective to
phase out older, polluting
vehicles and has implement-
ed a comprehensive Air
Pollution Mitigation Plan

2025 to this end,"
Minister wrote in his letter.
"The GNCTD has been
complying with the directions
of Hon'ble NGT and Hon'ble
Supreme Court regarding
implementing a ban on EOL
vehicles, deregistering them
and ensuring that they do not
ply on Delhi roads," the letter
read.

From July 1, all End-of-
Life (EoL) vehicles identified
through Automatic Number
Plate Recognition (ANPR)
cameras installed at fuel sta-
tions across Delhi will not be
allowed to refuel, as part of a
pollution mitigation initiative.

According to the CAQM,
these enforcements were to
extend to  Gurugram,
Faridabad, Ghaziabad,
Gautam Budh Nagar, and
Sonipat from November 1,
while the rest of the National
Capital Region (NCR) will
implement the restriction
from April 1, 2026.

HYDERABAD Union
Minister G Kishan Reddy on
Thursday said the central
government is  actively
encouraging private compa-
nies to mine and explore crit-
ical minerals overseas and
bring them back into the
country to serve the needs of
the domestic industry.

"We are encouraging pri-
vate companies to mine and
explore critical minerals
overseas. We are for Indian
private companies mining
overseas and bringing miner-
als back into India. We are
actively encouraging them,"
Reddy told reporters here.

The Union Cabinet in
January 2025 approved the
launch of the National
Critical Mineral Mission
(NCMM) with an expenditure
of Rs 16,300 crore and an
expected investment of Rs
18,000 crore by Public Sector
Undertakings.

"Through the national
critical mineral mission, our
government will ensure
explorations in the coming
days, mining, supporting pri-
vate exploration companies.
India has only a small
amount of critical minerals in
terms of availability. The
Prime Minister is actively
looking at critical mineral
collaboration wherever he

goes overseas. He does MoUs
wherever he goes," the Union
Coal and Mines Minister said.

"We are exploring all
small critical mineral blocks
in India, and for that we have
sanctioned Rs 32,000 crore
recently. My ministry is com-
mitted to work on critical
minerals on a mission mode,"
he said.

Early this April, China had
announced a decision to
implement export controls on
certain rare earth related
items, pushing supply short-
age across the world, includ-
ing India.

As  part of  the
Atmanirbhar Bharat initia-

tive, and recognizing the
indispensable role of critical
minerals in high-tech indus-
tries, clean energy, and
defense, the Government of
India has undertaken several
initiatives over the past two
years to address challenges
in the critical minerals sector.

The Finance Minister
announced the setting up of
the Critical Mineral Mission
in the Union Budget for 2024-
25 on July 23, 2024.

The National Critical
Mineral Mission, approved by
the Union Cabinet, will
encompass all stages of the
value chain, including miner-
al exploration, mining, bene-

ficiation, processing, and
recovery from end-of-life
products.

The mission will intensify
the exploration of critical
minerals within the country
and in its offshore areas. It
aims to create a fast track
regulatory approval process
for critical mineral mining
projects. Additionally, the
mission will offer financial
incentives for critical mineral
exploration and promote the
recovery of these minerals
from overburden and tail-
ings.

Meanwhile, India is in
touch with the Chinese side,
seeking predictability in the
supply of rare earth metals --
which had been put under
the export controls regime by
the Xi administration.

China's overwhelming
control of global rare earth
processing - commanding
over 90 per cent of the
world's magnet production
capacity - has created sig-
nificant vulnerabilities for
industries worldwide.
These materials are critical
across multiple sectors,
including automobiles,
home appliances, and clean
energy systems.

Beyond China, there are
only a few alternative sup-
pliers of critical mineral.

"Voter list revision in Bihar undermines con-
stitutional rights, electoral fairness”: Jamiat
Ulama-i-Hind’s Maulana Mahmood Madani

NEW DELHI Maulana
Mahmood Madani, President
of Jamiat Ulama-i-Hind, has
raised serious concerns over
the ongoing special revision
of the voter list in Bihar, call-
ing it a threat to constitution-
al rights and electoral fair-
ness.

According to a release,
Madani warned that this
"hasty and unclear process
based on arbitrary and one-
sided instructions" could dis-
enfranchise millions of citi-
zens, particularly migrant
workers, minorities, and
marginalised communities,
by depriving them of their
fundamental right to vote.

Maulana Madani ques-
tioned the practicality of ver-
ifying the identities of over
eight crore voters within a
single month. He also object-
ed to the requirement that
individuals born after July 1,
1987, must submit docu-
ments from at least one par-
ent, and those born after
2004 must provide docu-
ments from bhoth parents.

"If this is not an NRC
(National Register of
(Citizens), then why are NRC-
style  procedures being
enforced?" he asked. He said
that thousands of women
would be disproportionately
affected, as they often do not
possess proof of parental
linkage.

Mahmood Madani reiter-
ated that the right to vote is a
fundamental democratic
entitlement, as stipulated in
Article 326 of the Indian
Constitution, and any attempt
to curtail this right violates

the spirit of the Constitution
and strikes at the heart of
India's democratic and social
fabric.

Further, the Jamiat
Ulama-i-Hind urged the
Election Commission of India
to immediately withdraw the
directive issued under the
Special Intensive Revision
(SIR) process.

"The Commission must
adopt a reasonable and inclu-
sive timeline, and ensure that
voter registration follows
standard procedures, without
resorting to excessive docu-
mentation demands.
Furthermore, migrant work-

ers should not be excluded
from the rolls; instead, proac-
tive measures must be taken
to protect and facilitate their
voting rights," it said, as per
the release.

Maulana Madani stated,
"If the right to vote is denied,
it is not just electoral injus-
tice, it is the erasure of iden-
tity, rights, and the future of
citizens." He cautioned that if
state institutions act with bias
or discrimination, the trust of
minorities, migrants, and the
poor in the electoral system
and the democratic frame-
work as a whole will be
deeply shaken.

"If thisis not an
NRC (National
Register of
Citizens), then
why are NRC-
style procedures
heing
enforced?" he
asked. He said
that thousands
of women would
he dispropor-
tionately affect-
ed, as they often
do not possess
proof of parental
linkage.

Madani concluded by
reaffirming the unwavering
commitment of  Jamiat
Ulama-i-Hind to defend the
voting rights of every citizen,
regardless of class, gender, or
community.

THIRUVANANTHAPURAM : A British Royal Navy F-35B
Lightning II fighter jet, valued at over $110 million, has been
grounded at Thiruvananthapuram International Airport in
Kerala, India, since June 14, 2025.

The aircraft made an emergency landing due to low fuel
and adverse weather conditions while operating from the UK's
HMS Prince of Wales Carrier Strike Group in the Indo-Pacific

region.

British officials are expected to arrive by the end of the
week to carry out necessary repairs, including fixing a

hydraulic system malfunction.

According to a Defence officials, "British navy officials are
expected to arrive here by the end of this week to carry out
repairs and take the aircraft back to its base."

The aircraft is being guarded round the clock by India's
Central Industrial Security Force (CISF) and British personnel.

Inclement weather conditions prevented the aircraft from
safely landing on the carrier, making the emergency landing at

the airport necessary.

"A Royal Navy F-35B
fighter recovered off an
emergency landing at
Thiruvananthapuram
International Airport on the
night of 14 June 25.
Operating from UK Aircraft
Carrier, HMS Prince of
Wales, it was undertaking
routine flying outside Indian
ADIZ with
Thiruvananthapuram ear-
marked as the emergency
recovery airfield," the Indian
Air Force (IAF) said in a post
on X. The IAF further stat-
ed,"On having declared a
diversion off an emergency,
the F-35 B was detected and
identified by the IAF's IACCS
network and cleared for the
recovery.

HYDERABAD Union

Minister G Kishan Reddy on
Thursday said the central

government is  actively
encouraging private compa-
nies to mine and explore crit-
ical minerals overseas and
bring them back into the
country to serve the needs of
the domestic industry.

"We are encouraging pri-
vate companies to mine and
explore critical minerals
overseas. We are for Indian
private companies mining
overseas and bringing miner-
als back into India. We are
actively encouraging them,"
Reddy told reporters here.

The Union Cabinet in
January 2025 approved the
launch of the National
Critical Mineral Mission
(NCMM) with an expenditure
of Rs 16,300 crore and an
expected investment of Rs
18,000 crore by Public Sector
Undertakings.

"Through the national
critical mineral mission, our
government will ensure
explorations in the coming
days, mining, supporting pri-

vate exploration companies.

India has only a small
amount of critical minerals in
terms of availability. The
Prime Minister is actively
looking at critical mineral
collaboration wherever he
goes overseas. He does MoUs
wherever he goes," the Union
Coal and Mines Minister said.

"We are exploring all
small critical mineral blocks
in India, and for that we have
sanctioned Rs 32,000 crore
recently. My ministry is com-
mitted to work on critical
minerals on a mission mode,"
he said.

Early this April, China had
announced a decision to
implement export controls on
certain rare earth related
items, pushing supply short-
age across the world, includ-
ing India.

As part of  the
Atmanirbhar Bharat initia-
tive, and recognizing the
indispensable role of critical
minerals in high-tech indus-
tries, clean energy, and
defense, the Government of
India has undertaken several

initiatives over the past two
years to address challenges
in the critical minerals sector.

The Finance Minister
announced the setting up of
the Critical Mineral Mission
in the Union Budget for 2024-
25 on July 23, 2024.

The National Critical
Mineral Mission, approved by
the Union Cabinet, will
encompass all stages of the
value chain, including miner-
al exploration, mining, hene-
ficiation, processing, and
recovery from end-of-life
products.

The mission will intensify
the exploration of critical
minerals within the country
and in its offshore areas. It
aims to create a fast track
regulatory approval process
for critical mineral mining
projects. Additionally, the
mission will offer financial
incentives for critical mineral
exploration and promote the
recovery of these minerals
from overburden and tail-
ings.

Meanwhile, India is in
touch with the Chinese side,
seeking predictability in the
supply of rare earth metals --
which had been put under
the export controls regime by
the Xi administration.

China's overwhelming
control of global rare earth
processing - commanding
over 90 per cent of the
world's magnet production
capacity - has created sig-
nificant vulnerabilities for
industries worldwide.
These materials are critical
across multiple sectors,
including automobiles,
home appliances, and clean
energy systems Beyond
China, there are only a few
alternative suppliers of crit-
ical mineral.

“Notable policy development”: 110 lauds
India’s employment-linked incentive scheme

NEW DELHI : International
Labour Organization (ILO)
lauded India's just-
announced employment
linked incentive scheme,
asserting that its global evi-
dence suggests that active
labour market policies
(ALMP) if designed appropri-
ately can improve youth
employment outcomes.
"India's ELI scheme is a
notable policy development
in this direction," said India
office of International Labour
Organization posted on X.
"ILO's global evidence
suggests that Active Labour
Market Policies (ALMP) if
designed appropriately can
improve youth employment
outcomes," the post added.
On Tuesday, the Union
Cabinet  approved  the
Employment Linked
Incentive (ELI) Scheme to
support employment genera-
tion, enhance employability
and social security across all
sectors, with special focus on
the manufacturing sector.
Under the Scheme, while
the first-time employees will
get one month's wage (up to
Rs 15,000), the employers
will be given incentives for a
period to two years for gener-
ating additional employment,
with extended benefits for
another two years for the
manufacturing sector.

The ELI Scheme was
announced in the Union
Budget 2024-25 as part of
PM's package of five schemes
to facilitate employment,
skilling and other opportuni-
ties for 4.1 crore youth with a
total budget outlay of Rs 2
lakh crore.

With an outlay of Rs
99,446 crore, the ELI Scheme
aims to incentivize the cre-
ation of more than 3.5 crore
jobs in the country, over a
period of 2 years.

Out of these, 1.92 crore
beneficiaries will be first
timers, entering the work-
force.

The benefits of the
scheme would be applicable
to jobs created between
August 1, 2025 and July 31,
2027.

The Scheme consists of
two parts - with Part A
focused on first timers and
Part B focused on employers.

Targeting first-time
employees registered with
EPFO, Part A will offer one-
month EPF wage up to Rs
15,000 in two installments.

Employees with salaries
up to Rs 1 lakh will be eligi-
ble.

The 1st installment will be
payable after 6 months of
service and the 2nd install-
ment will be payable after 12
months of service and com-

pletion of a financial literacy
programme by the employee.

To encourage the habit of
saving, a portion of the incen-
tive will be kept in a savings
instrument of deposit account
for a fixed period and can be
withdrawn by the employee
at a later date.

The Part A will benefit
around 1.92 crore first time
employees.

The Part B will cover gen-
eration of additional employ-
ment in all sectors, with a
special focus on the manufac-
turing sector. The employers
will get incentives in respect
of employees with salaries up
to Rs 1 lakh.
