CPSEs increase reliance on
budgetary capex support

CONCERNS HAVE BEEN
raised within sections of the
government about the shift in
investment pattern of central
public sector enterprises
(CPSEs) away from their own
resources and private capital to
higher budgetary support for
undertaking capital expendi-
ture.Itislearntthat twodepart-
ments of the government have
flagged concernsabout the sub-
stitution of Internal and Extra
Budgetary Resources (IEBR) of
CPSEs, which fund their capex,
with an increasing reliance on
higher budgetary outlay in the
form of equity and loans from
the government in key infra-
structure sectors, especially
telecom, railways,and road and
transport sector.
Whilethegreaterrelianceon
taxpayers’ money through the
Budget for fixed asset creationin
the key infrastructure sectors is
being seen as a positive sign in
some quarters, this trend is also
being viewed as restricting
space for the CPSEs to carry out
their own capex plans. It is also
atvariancewithwhatwas envis-
aged through the National
Infrastructure Pipeline,sources
said. For instance, for the road
sector, 38% share was planned
via private capital for CPSEs
such as National Highways
Authority of India (NHAI). How-
ever, the IEBRs mobilised by
such entities have come down
progressively in the last five
years. “One of the reasons for
reduction in IEBRs could be the

increasing indebtedness of cer-
tain public entities like NHAI,’a
source said.

The reduction in resource
mobilisation by the CPSEs on
their own and through the pri-
vatesectorisbeingseenasarea-
son of concern for the infra-
structure sectors, especially the
roads sector, sources said. They
pointed out that the IEBR in
NHAThasbeenbroughtdownto
nil in financial years 2022-23
and 2023-24 and there seems
tobenoreversalin stance of the
resource mobilisation from
higherbudgetary outlay.

The budgetary outlay sup-
port from the government had
comeafterasharprisein NHAI’s
debt liabilities. NHAI’s debt had
risen from 23,797 crore in

March 2014 toX3.481akhcrore
in March 2022.1Its debt servic-
ing as a share of total allocation
was 25%inFY22.

The Standing Committee on
Transport (FY22) had at that
time noted that high budgetary
support alone may not be suffi-
cient to meet the investment
requirements of NHAI. The
Committee had recommended
that the ministry of road trans-
port and highways may work
towards resolving the appre-
hensions of the private sector
which are limiting their partici-
pationintheroad transport sec-
torinthelastfewyears,bywork-
ing in close coordination with
concessionaires and financial
institutions.

Queries sent to the finance

ministrywent unanswered.The
IEBRs mobilised by CPSEs came
down progressively from 6.4 2
lakh croreduringFY20t0%3.63
lakh crore in FY23 to be met by
budgetary support.While it was
estimated to come down fur-
thertoX3.26lakh crorein FY24
as per the revised estimates,
IEBRs then picked up to ¥3.89
lakh crore as per actual figures.
In FY25, it is estimated to have
slipped to ¥3.82 lakh crore and
isnowbudgeted toriseto34.31
lakh crorein the FY26.
Investment in CPSEs via
budgetary support in the form
of equity and loans has mean-
while more than doubled in the
fiveyearsbeginning from FY20.
Budgetary support through
equity and loans for CPSEs has
risen by over 150% from X2.10
lakh crore in 2019-20 t0 X5.48
lakh crore in 2024-25 (revised
estimate) and 5.35 lakh crore
in FY26 (Budget estimate).
Experts and market players
have been raising concerns
about the change in the capital
investment strategies of PSEs,
especially in the context of
higher dividend payouts to the
government.In a note in Octo-
ber 2024, brokerage Motilal
Oswal Wealth Management
had said the approach of CPSEs
towards capital allocation has
raised concerns among inv-
stors.“The high dividends sug-
gest alack of focus on reinvest-
ing for future growth. The
government pressures PSUs to
prioritise dividend payments
over capital expenditures, whi-
chhinderstheirlong-term dev-
elopment potential,”it said.

CCI dismisses case against Microsoft

THE COMPETITION COMMIS-
SION of India (CCI) has dis-
missedanantitrust caseagainst
Microsoft forbundling the Win-
dows 10 operating system (OS)
with its pre-installed antivirus
software. The regulator ruled
that the there is no indication
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that Microsoft has placed any
restrictions or mandatory con-
ditions on users regarding the
use of Microsoft Defender, the
anti-virus software.
“Consumers have the free-
dom to install and use third-
party antivirus apps of their
preference,without any techni-
cal or contractual barriers pre-
venting them from doing so.

The Commission does not find
alleged contravention of the
provisions of section 4 of the
Competition Act against
Microsoft,”the order noted.The
section 4 of the Act prohibits
businesses from abusing their
dominant market position.
Inacomplaint filed against
Microsoft, the informant had
said in 2015, when Microsoft

released its Windows 10 OS,
it was bundled with pre-
installed antivirus software
Microsoft Defender.

“As only one default
antivirusappisallowed onWin-
dows devices, third-partydevel-
opers may get their software
pre-installed through agree-
ments but cannot have it pre-
activated,”the complaint said.

RIL, partners get $2.8-bn
demand notice from govt

THE MINISTRY OF petroleum
and natural gas has raised a
demand of $2.81 billion from
Reliance Industries (RIL), BP
Exploration (Alpha) and NIKO
(NECO) over the long-running
gas dispute, alleging migration
of gas from state-owned
ONGC’s blocks to RIL’s in the
Krishna Godavari (KG) basin.

The ministry’s demand
cameafterthe Delhi High Court
overturned a 2018 interna-
tional arbitration tribunal rul-
ing that had favoured Reliance
Industries in the gas migration
dispute.The court setasideboth
the May 2023 single bench rul-
ing and the arbitral award, call-
ingthem“contrarytothe settled
position of law”.

“Consequent upon the Divi-
sion Bench judgment, the Min-
istry of Petroleum and Natural
Gas has raised a demand of
$2.81 billion on the PSC Con-
tractorsnamely Reliance Indus-
tries Limited, BP Exploration
(Alpha) Limited and NIKO
(NECO) Limited. The letter of
demand was received by the
companyat11:30amonMarch
3,2025,” the company said ina
stock exchange filing.

It
accused RILof drillingwells near
the boundaries of its hydrocar-
bonblockswhich allowed gasto
flow from ONGC’s fields toRIL’s
KG-D6 block between 2009-
2013, leading to the latter’s
“unjust enrichment.”

Following this, the oil min-
istrysought disgorgement from
RILand its partners BPand Niko
Resources,demanding around
$1.5 billion,alongwith anaddi-
tional $174 million in interest.
RILhad inresponseinvoked the
arbitration clause under the
terms of the contract, seeking
resolution through an interna-
tional arbitration tribunal.

Reliance Industries hadwon
the arbitral award issued by an
international arbitration panel
on July 24, 2018 against the
Government of India’s claim on
the KG-D6 consortium for an
amount of approximately
$1.55 billion on account of
alleged gas migration from
ONGC’sblocks.Asinglejudge of
the Delhi High Court, on May
09, 2023, dismissed the gov-
ernment’s appeal challenging
the arbitral award. The govern-
menthad filedanappeal before
the division bench of the Delhi
High Court.
