India to send Lord Buddha's holy relics from

Gujarat's Aravalli to Thailand : PM Modi
BANGKOK : Prime Minister
Narendra Modi made a spe-
cial announcement in
Thailand on Thursday, stat-
ing that India will send relics
of Lord Buddha, discovered
in Gujarat's Aravalli in the
1960s, to Thailand so that
devotees can pay their obei-
sance.

He made the announce-
ment during his speech with
his Thai counterpart, PM
Paetongtarn Shinawatra, in
Bangkok.

Elaborating on the cultur-
al ties between the two coun-
tries, PM Modi shared how
India had sent Lord Buddha's
relics to Thailand last year.
He said, "Last year, holy
relics of Lord Buddha were
sent from India to Thailand.
It is a matter of great joy that
over 4 million devotees
received the opportunity to
have a darshan."

In 2024, the sacred relics
of Lord Buddha, along with
those of his disciples Arahata
Sariputta and Arahata Maha
Moggallana, were sent from

India and displayed across
four cities in Thailand from
February 22 to March 18.

Typically housed in the
National Museum in New
Delhi, these holy relics rarely
leave India for public exposi-
tion. This occasion marked
the first time in recorded his-
tory that the relics of Buddha,

along with those of Sariputta
and Maha Moggallana from
Sanchi, were enshrined
together, wrote Ambassador
Nagesh Singh in an op-ed
published by the Embassy of
India in Thailand.

On Thursday, PM Modi
announced, "I am happy to
announce that the holy relics

of Lord Buddha, which were
found in Gujarat's Aravalli in
1960, will also be sent to
Thailand for darshan."

According to the Gujarat
Tourism website, these relics
were unearthed from Devni
Mori, which contains the
remains of a Buddhist
monastery dating back to the
3rd- 4th century AD.

"Excavation of the stupa
brought to light an inscribed
casket which contained relics
of Budhha. The inscription
clearly mentions that the cas-
ket contains bodily relics of
Buddha", the website states.

Previously, the exposi-
tion of Buddha's holy relics
from India to Thailand took
place in 1995-96 to mark
the 50th anniversary of
King Rama IX's accession to
the throne. The relics of
Arahata Sariputta and
Arahata Maha Moggallana
were brought to India in
1952 by Syama Prasad
Mookerjee, the then
President of the Maha
Bodhi Society, as part of a

Dhammayatra to several
countries after being
retrieved from England fol-
lowing India's independ-
ence. PM Modi also high-
lighted the long-standing
ties between India and
Thailand, which were evi-
dent during the
Mahakumbh earlier this
year. He said, "Our ancient
ties were also seen in India
during the Mahakumbh.
More than 600 Buddhist
devotees from Thailand and
several other countries
became a part of this spiri-
tual and cultural gathering.
Mahakumbh gave a mes-
sage of world peace..."

PM Modi is in Thailand
to participate in the sixth
BIMSTEC Summit.

The summit, scheduled
for Friday, marks a signifi-
cant regional engagement
between India and its
neighbouring countries in
the Bay of Bengal Initiative
for Multi-Sectoral Technical
and Economic Cooperation
(BIMSTEC) group. 

Rahul Gandhi slams Govt's foreign policy; critiques
China's territorial occupation, US reciprocal tariffs
NEW DELHI : Congress top
brass and the Leader of
Opposition in the Lok Sabha,
Rahul Gandhi, on Thursday
launched a sharp critique of
the Union Government's for-
eign policy, spotlighting
China's occupation of Indian
territory and the recent US
tariff hike.

Addressing the Lok Sabha
today, Gandhi claimed that
China has been occupying
4000 kilometres of Indian
land. He criticised the recent
visit of Foreign Secretary
Vikram Misri to China on the
75th anniversary of diplo-
matic ties of the two nations
and cutting a cake with
Chinese Ambassador to India
Xu Feihong to commemorate
the occasion.

"It's a known fact that
China is occupying 4,000
kilometres of our territory... I
was shocked to see our
Foreign Secretary cutting a
cake with the Chinese
Ambassador. China has taken
over 4,000 km of our land; 20
jawans were martyred, and
we are cutting a cake with
them," Gandhi said, ques-
tioning the government's
response to the territorial
issue. He stressed the need

for restoring the status quo,
stating, "We are not against
normalcy, but before that,
there should be a status quo,
and we should get our land
back." Gandhi also expressed
concern over communication
gaps between the ruling NDA
government and the opposi-
tion, noting, "It has come to
my notice that the Prime
Minister and the President
have written to the Chinese.
It is the Chinese Ambassador
informing us about this, not
our own people." Turning to
the US's recent announce-
ment of a 26 per cent tariff,
he warned, "Our ally has sud-
denly decided to impose a 26
per cent tariff, which will
devastate our economy--our
auto industry, pharmaceuti-

cal industry, and agriculture
are all in line." Contrasting
Congress's stance with the
BJP and the RSS, Gandhi
recalled saying, "Someone
once asked Indira Gandhi ji
in the matter of foreign policy
whether she leans left or
right. She replied that she is
an Indian and she stands
straight... The BJP and RSS
have a different philosophy;
when asked to lean right or
left, they say they bow their
heads to every foreigner that
comes. This is part of their
culture and history." He fur-
ther expressed his desire to
know the answer from the
Union Government, question-
ing, "What are you doing
about our land, and what will
you do about the tariff our
ally has imposed on us?"

Earlier in October 2024,
India and China had reached
an agreement on patrolling
arrangements in the Depsang
Plains and Demchok, two
friction points along the Line
of Actual Control (LAC). The
understanding was reached
after earlier disengagement
in other friction points in
eastern Ladakh following
meetings at diplomatic and
military levels.

"All show, no substance": Uddhav Thackeray opposes Waqf Amendment Bill
MUMBAI : Shiv Sena UBT
chief Uddhav Thackeray on
Thursday slammed the "all
show, no substance"
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)-
led Union government. He
said that his party opposed
the bill and also the hypocrisy
of the BJP and its "plans to
give lands to businessmen
friends".

Standing firm on his oppo-
sition to the Waqf
Amendment Bill, which
passed in Lok Sabha yester-
day, Thackeray acknowl-
edged that a few rectifica-
tions were "good". However,
he added, the BJP was all
show and no substance since
they repealed Article 370 and
didn't manage to get
Kashmiri Pandits their lands.

"There are some correc-
tions (for the Waqf board) in
the Waqf amendment bill,
which are good. However, the
experience with the BJP till
now is that yanche
dakhwayeche daant ani
khayeche daant vegde ahe
(all show, no substance) ...We
supported them during the
repeal of Article 370...But I
want to ask, did the Kashmiri
Pandits get their land? We
not only opposed the bill but
also the hypocrisy and cor-
ruption of the BJP and its
plans to give land to its busi-
nessmen friends," Thackeray,
former Chief Minister of
Maharashtra, said during a
press conference.

He took a dig at Union
Parliamentary Affairs
Minister Kiren Rijiju, "Just
after the Eid government
brought the Waqf
Amendment bill and told
everyone that this would be
beneficial for poor Muslims
and they would get many
things from it, this was said
by Amit Shah and all his
allies. Unexpectedly, Kiren
Rijiju tabled this bill yester-
day,... Thackeray said.

Earlier today, All India
Muslim Personal Law Board
(AIMPLB) member Maulana
Khalid Rasheed Farangi
Mahali said that if the Rajya
Sabha passed the Waqf
(Amendment) Bill, they will
challenge it in court.

"If this bill is passed in
Rajya Sabha, we will chal-
lenge it in court. We are con-
fident that we will get justice
and relief in this matter
based on constitutional
facts," Maulana Mahali told
ANI. Meanwhile, Rijiju on
Thursday moved a motion for

consideration of the Waqf
(Amendment) Bill of 2025
and the Musalmaan Wakf
(Repeal) Bill in the Rajya
Sabha. While addressing the
upper house of Parliament,
Rijiju cited the Sachar com-
mittee report, which recom-
mended that the central Waqf
council and state Waqf board
be broadened to make them
inclusive. He apprised about
the number of Waqf proper-
ties, saying that the Sachar
committee estimated the
earnings from 4.9 lakh prop-
erties at Rs 12,000 in 2006.

The minister invoked the
recommendations of the pre-
vious Joint Parliamentary
Committee (JPC) headed by
senior Congress leader K
Rahman Khan, which pointed
out several issues with the
Waqf board that needed rec-
tification, including the bet-
terment of the infrastructure
of the board.

Appealing to Congress
and allies to support the Waqf
Amendment Bill, Rijiju said
that all the recommendations
given by previous committees
have been incorporated into
the newly amended bill.

"All these recommenda-
tions given earlier have been
incorporated in the newly
amended bill. These commit-
tees were under UPA and
Congress. Thus, I appeal to
Congress party and its allies
to support Waqf Amendment
Bill 2025," he said.

Earlier, the House sat
beyond midnight to pass the
legislation. Speaker Om Birla
later announced the divi-
sion's result. "Subject to cor-
rection, Ayes 288, Noes 232.
The majority is in favour of
the proposal," he said.

The government intro-
duced the revised bill after
incorporating the recommen-

dations of the Joint
Parliamentary Committee,
which examined the legisla-
tion introduced in August last
year. The bill seeks to amend
the Act of 1995 and improve
the administration and man-
agement of waqf properties
in India. It aims to overcome
the shortcomings of the pre-
vious act and enhance.

NEW DELHI : As the Rajya
Sabha discussed the Waqf
(Amendment) Bill on
Tuesday, members of the
National Democratic Alliance
(NDA) voiced their support
for the legislation, expressing
confidence in its passage
while launching a scathing
attack on the Opposition for
"creating confusion" and
"setting false narratives"
regarding the bill.

Union Minister and Lok
Janshakti Party (LJP) presi-
dent Chirag Paswan, along
with Union Minister and
Republican Party of India
(Athawale) president Ramdas
Athawale, expressed their
backing for the bill, highlight-
ing that it was passed in the
Lok Sabha just 12 hours ear-
lier. "Everything introduced
by the Modi government
seems unconstitutional to the
Opposition; it becomes a
black day. Just like today,
there was a black day during
CAA, Article 370, and even
the whole Lok Sabha election
was a black day for them,"
LJP chief Chirag Paswan told
ANI at Parliament premises.

Taking aim at the
Opposition, Paswan accused
them of misleading people
about the bill's intent.

"Most of the opposition
leaders spread confusion by
giving generalised state-
ments yesterday that this bill
is against Muslims. If the sys-
tem is being strengthened
and made transparent for
pro-poor Muslims and

women, then why are they
getting upset? It is natural for
those who had made Waqf a
hub of corruption to be con-
cerned." he said. He also took
a jibe at Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi for being
absent during both the dis-
cussion on the Waqf Bill and
the debate on the President's
Rule in Manipur.

"The LoP himself was
absent when the bill was
being introduced in the
Parliament yesterday. He was
also absent when Manipur
was being discussed... If the
Congress was so concerned,
then they should have made
a Muslim Chief Minister in
Bihar once," he added.

Meanwhile, RPI
(Athawale) chief, Ramdas
Athawale said, "I think the
opposition tries to create con-
fusion, and this bill is not an
attack on Muslims. The bill
has been passed in Lok
Sabha with 288 votes...My
party fully supports the bill...
It will be passed in the Rajya
Sabha. It's a revolutionary
step taken by the PM for the
Muslims. I thank the govt for
this," Athwale told ANI.

The Lok Sabha sat beyond
midnight to pass the bill, with
Speaker Om Birla later
announcing the division's
result. "Subject to correction,
Ayes 288, Noes 232. The
majority is in favour of the
proposal," he said.

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India to send Lord Buddha's holy relics from

Gujarat's Aravalli to Thailand : PM Modi
BANGKOK : Prime Minister
Narendra Modi made a spe-
cial announcement in
Thailand on Thursday, stat-
ing that India will send relics
of Lord Buddha, discovered
in Gujarat's Aravalli in the
1960s, to Thailand so that
devotees can pay their obei-
sance.

He made the announce-
ment during his speech with
his Thai counterpart, PM
Paetongtarn Shinawatra, in
Bangkok.

Elaborating on the cultur-
al ties between the two coun-
tries, PM Modi shared how
India had sent Lord Buddha's
relics to Thailand last year.
He said, "Last year, holy
relics of Lord Buddha were
sent from India to Thailand.
It is a matter of great joy that
over 4 million devotees
received the opportunity to
have a darshan."

In 2024, the sacred relics
of Lord Buddha, along with
those of his disciples Arahata
Sariputta and Arahata Maha
Moggallana, were sent from

India and displayed across
four cities in Thailand from
February 22 to March 18.

Typically housed in the
National Museum in New
Delhi, these holy relics rarely
leave India for public exposi-
tion. This occasion marked
the first time in recorded his-
tory that the relics of Buddha,

along with those of Sariputta
and Maha Moggallana from
Sanchi, were enshrined
together, wrote Ambassador
Nagesh Singh in an op-ed
published by the Embassy of
India in Thailand.

On Thursday, PM Modi
announced, "I am happy to
announce that the holy relics

of Lord Buddha, which were
found in Gujarat's Aravalli in
1960, will also be sent to
Thailand for darshan."

According to the Gujarat
Tourism website, these relics
were unearthed from Devni
Mori, which contains the
remains of a Buddhist
monastery dating back to the
3rd- 4th century AD.

"Excavation of the stupa
brought to light an inscribed
casket which contained relics
of Budhha. The inscription
clearly mentions that the cas-
ket contains bodily relics of
Buddha", the website states.

Previously, the exposi-
tion of Buddha's holy relics
from India to Thailand took
place in 1995-96 to mark
the 50th anniversary of
King Rama IX's accession to
the throne. The relics of
Arahata Sariputta and
Arahata Maha Moggallana
were brought to India in
1952 by Syama Prasad
Mookerjee, the then
President of the Maha
Bodhi Society, as part of a

Dhammayatra to several
countries after being
retrieved from England fol-
lowing India's independ-
ence. PM Modi also high-
lighted the long-standing
ties between India and
Thailand, which were evi-
dent during the
Mahakumbh earlier this
year. He said, "Our ancient
ties were also seen in India
during the Mahakumbh.
More than 600 Buddhist
devotees from Thailand and
several other countries
became a part of this spiri-
tual and cultural gathering.
Mahakumbh gave a mes-
sage of world peace..."

PM Modi is in Thailand
to participate in the sixth
BIMSTEC Summit.

The summit, scheduled
for Friday, marks a signifi-
cant regional engagement
between India and its
neighbouring countries in
the Bay of Bengal Initiative
for Multi-Sectoral Technical
and Economic Cooperation
(BIMSTEC) group. 

Rahul Gandhi slams Govt's foreign policy; critiques
China's territorial occupation, US reciprocal tariffs
NEW DELHI : Congress top
brass and the Leader of
Opposition in the Lok Sabha,
Rahul Gandhi, on Thursday
launched a sharp critique of
the Union Government's for-
eign policy, spotlighting
China's occupation of Indian
territory and the recent US
tariff hike.

Addressing the Lok Sabha
today, Gandhi claimed that
China has been occupying
4000 kilometres of Indian
land. He criticised the recent
visit of Foreign Secretary
Vikram Misri to China on the
75th anniversary of diplo-
matic ties of the two nations
and cutting a cake with
Chinese Ambassador to India
Xu Feihong to commemorate
the occasion.

"It's a known fact that
China is occupying 4,000
kilometres of our territory... I
was shocked to see our
Foreign Secretary cutting a
cake with the Chinese
Ambassador. China has taken
over 4,000 km of our land; 20
jawans were martyred, and
we are cutting a cake with
them," Gandhi said, ques-
tioning the government's
response to the territorial
issue. He stressed the need

for restoring the status quo,
stating, "We are not against
normalcy, but before that,
there should be a status quo,
and we should get our land
back." Gandhi also expressed
concern over communication
gaps between the ruling NDA
government and the opposi-
tion, noting, "It has come to
my notice that the Prime
Minister and the President
have written to the Chinese.
It is the Chinese Ambassador
informing us about this, not
our own people." Turning to
the US's recent announce-
ment of a 26 per cent tariff,
he warned, "Our ally has sud-
denly decided to impose a 26
per cent tariff, which will
devastate our economy--our
auto industry, pharmaceuti-

cal industry, and agriculture
are all in line." Contrasting
Congress's stance with the
BJP and the RSS, Gandhi
recalled saying, "Someone
once asked Indira Gandhi ji
in the matter of foreign policy
whether she leans left or
right. She replied that she is
an Indian and she stands
straight... The BJP and RSS
have a different philosophy;
when asked to lean right or
left, they say they bow their
heads to every foreigner that
comes. This is part of their
culture and history." He fur-
ther expressed his desire to
know the answer from the
Union Government, question-
ing, "What are you doing
about our land, and what will
you do about the tariff our
ally has imposed on us?"

Earlier in October 2024,
India and China had reached
an agreement on patrolling
arrangements in the Depsang
Plains and Demchok, two
friction points along the Line
of Actual Control (LAC). The
understanding was reached
after earlier disengagement
in other friction points in
eastern Ladakh following
meetings at diplomatic and
military levels.

"All show, no substance": Uddhav
Thackeray opposes Waqf Amendment Bill
MUMBAI : Shiv Sena UBT
chief Uddhav Thackeray on
Thursday slammed the "all
show, no substance"
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)-
led Union government. He
said that his party opposed
the bill and also the hypocrisy
of the BJP and its "plans to
give lands to businessmen
friends".

Standing firm on his oppo-
sition to the Waqf
Amendment Bill, which
passed in Lok Sabha yester-
day, Thackeray acknowl-
edged that a few rectifica-
tions were "good". However,
he added, the BJP was all
show and no substance since
they repealed Article 370 and
didn't manage to get
Kashmiri Pandits their lands.

"There are some correc-
tions (for the Waqf board) in

the Waqf amendment bill,
which are good. However, the
experience with the BJP till
now is that yanche
dakhwayeche daant ani
khayeche daant vegde ahe
(all show, no substance) ...We
supported them during the
repeal of Article 370...But I
want to ask, did the Kashmiri
Pandits get their land? We
not only opposed the bill but
also the hypocrisy and cor-
ruption of the BJP and its
plans to give land to its busi-
nessmen friends," Thackeray,
former Chief Minister of
Maharashtra, said during a
press conference.

He took a dig at Union
Parliamentary Affairs
Minister Kiren Rijiju, "Just
after the Eid government
brought the Waqf
Amendment bill and told
everyone that this would be
beneficial for poor Muslims
and they would get many

things from it, this was said
by Amit Shah and all his
allies. Unexpectedly, Kiren
Rijiju tabled this bill yester-
day,... Thackeray said.

Earlier today, All India
Muslim Personal Law Board
(AIMPLB) member Maulana
Khalid Rasheed Farangi
Mahali said that if the Rajya
Sabha passed the Waqf
(Amendment) Bill, they will
challenge it in court.

"If this bill is passed in
Rajya Sabha, we will chal-
lenge it in court. We are con-
fident that we will get justice
and relief in this matter
based on constitutional
facts," Maulana Mahali told
ANI. Meanwhile, Rijiju on
Thursday moved a motion for
consideration of the Waqf
(Amendment) Bill of 2025
and the Musalmaan Wakf
(Repeal) Bill in the Rajya
Sabha.While addressing the
upper house of Parliament,
Rijiju cited the Sachar com-
mittee report, which recom-
mended that the central Waqf
council and state Waqf board
be broadened to make them
inclusive. He apprised about
the number of Waqf proper-
ties, saying that the Sachar
committee estimated the
earnings from 4.9 lakh prop-
erties at Rs 12,000 in 2006.

The minister invoked the

recommendations of the pre-
vious Joint Parliamentary
Committee (JPC) headed by
senior Congress leader K
Rahman Khan, which pointed
out several issues with the
Waqf board that needed rec-
tification, including the bet-
terment of the infrastructure
of the board.

Appealing to Congress
and allies to support the Waqf
Amendment Bill, Rijiju said
that all the recommendations
given by previous committees
have been incorporated into
the newly amended bill.

"All these recommenda-
tions given earlier have been
incorporated in the newly
amended bill. These commit-
tees were under UPA and
Congress. Thus, I appeal to
Congress party and its allies
to support Waqf Amendment
Bill 2025," he said.

Earlier, the House sat
beyond midnight to pass the
legislation. Speaker Om Birla
later announced the divi-
sion's result. "Subject to cor-
rection, Ayes 288, Noes 232.
The majority is in favour of
the proposal," he said. The
government introduced the
revised bill after incorporat-
ing the recommendations of
the Joint Parliamentary
Committee, which examined
the legislation introduced.

"Third Launch Pad at Sriharikota; Rs 3984.86 cr project to be
completed in 4 Years": Union MoS Jitendra Singh in Rajya Sabha

NEW DELHI : Union Minister
of State (Independent
Charge) Jitendra Singh on
Thursday said that a Third
Launch Pad (TLP) will be
established at Satish Dhawan
Space Centre of ISRO in
Sriharikota.

As per an official release,
in a written reply in the Rajya
Sabha, Jitendra Singh said
that the project has been
approved by the Union
Cabinet ,and financial sanc-
tion has been obtained for a
total budget outlay of Rs
3984.86 Crore.

He also said that the
establishment of the pad is
envisaged to be completed
within a four-year timeframe.

"ISRO's Next Generation
Launch Vehicle (NGLV),
which is under development
is about 90 m tall with a max-
imum lift-off mass of approx-
imately 1000 tonne. Existing
launch pads at Sriharikota
cannot launch this class of
vehicles. The propellant serv-
icing facilities and the
Umbilical Tower of the exist-
ing launch pads are not
designed to meet the require-
ments of the new propulsion
system based on Liquid
Methane," Singh said in his
reply.

"In view of very large
height & size, the next gener-
ation of launch vehicles are
planned with horizontal inte-
gration and transport, which
are then tilted onto the
launch pad along with a
Tiltable Umbilical Tower
(TUT). Also, TLP incorporates
necessary features in terms
of foundation support & serv-

icing requirements for future
augmentation towards sup-
porting the launches of
India's Crewed Lunar mis-
sion," the Union MoS said.

Jitendra Singh, further
emphasized that the first
stage of NGLV is configured
with a cluster of nine engines.
"The hot testing of this stage
is planned at the Launch Pad,
thereby eliminating the need
for establishing a huge sepa-
rate facility for stage testing,"
Singh said in his reply in
Rajya Sabha.

In another reply in the
Upper House, Union MoS
Jitendra Singh asserted that
the Space Applications
Centre (SAC), a premier
research and development
hub of ISRO, has been at the
forefront of pioneering space
technology innovations since
its inception in 1966.

"Established by Dr.
Vikram Sarabhai in
Ahmedabad, SAC has played
a crucial role in developing
key payload technologies for
Earth Observation,
Communication, Navigation,
and Space Exploration. From
contributing to the
Chandrayaan-3 mission to
advancing quantum tech-
nologies and satellite-based
applications for agriculture,
oceanography, and disaster
management, SAC continues
to drive India's space vision
forward," he said.

"Located at Ahmedabad,
SAC is spread across three
campuses having multi-disci-
plinary activities apart from
Delhi Earth Station (DES),
which is located in New

Delhi," Jitendra Singh said.
He highlighted that SAC

has state-of-the-art electron-
ic and mechanical fabrication
facilities, highly sophisticated
payload integration, climatic
& environmental test facili-

ties, systems reliability area,
image processing and analy-
sis facilities and project man-
agement support group.

The Union MoS pointed
out that the SAC is the lead
centre in the development.

Indian Railways achives milestone: Coach
production rises 9% to 7,134 in FY 2024-25
NEW DELHI : Indian
Railways has achieved a sig-
nificant milestone in the
financial year 2024-25 by
manufacturing 7,134 coach-
es, marking a 9 per cent
increase from the previous
year's production of 6,541,
with special emphasis on non
AC coaches with production
of 4,601, catering the needs
of common man.

This rise reflects India's
growing emphasis on mod-
ernizing Railway infrastruc-
ture to meet increasing pas-
senger demand.

The Indian Railways has
three coach manufacturing
units in the country - Integral
Coach Factory (ICF) at
Chennai, Tamil Nadu, Rail
Coach Factory (RCF) at
Kapurthala, Punjab and
Modern Coach Factory (MCF)
at Rae Bareli, Uttar Pradesh.

As per the official infor-
mation, the Integral Coach
Factory (ICF), the premier
passenger coach producing
unit of Indian Railways in
Chennai, surpassed its previ-
ous production records for
the year 2024-25, as it rolled
out 3,007 coaches. Whereas,
Rail Coach Factory (RCF),
Kapurthala produced 2,102
coaches and Modern Coach
Factory (MCF), Rae Bareli
produced 2,025 coaches in
FY 2024-25.

It is notable that coach
production in India has
expanded substantially over
the years. Between 2004 and
2014, Indian Railways manu-
factured less than 3,300
coaches on an average per
year. However, from 2014 to
2024, production saw a
major boost with production
of 54,809 coaches with an
average of 5,481 coaches per
year, aligning with the push
for improved connectivity
and self-reliance in Railway
manufacturing. The expan-
sion is part of a broader effort
to enhance domestic produc-
tion capabilities, reduce
dependence on imports and
integrate advanced technolo-
gy into Railway design.

It is also pertinent to note
that the record-breaking

coach production aligns with
the government's 'Sabka
Saath, Sabka Vikas' vision,
ensuring improved public
transport services while also
enabling domestic manufac-
turing. With more coaches
being introduced, passengers
can expect better facilities,
enhanced safety features and

increased capacity to accom-
modate growing demand.

Additionally, this achieve-
ment strengthens the 'Make
in India initiative', reinforc-
ing India's position as a key
player in Railway manufac-
turing. By focusing on mod-
ern, energy-efficient and pas-
senger-friendly.
