NEW YORK : The Group of
Four (G4) countries have
reaffirmed their strong sup-
port for the 'Common African
Position (CAP)' as enshrined
in the 'Ezulwini Consensus
and the Sirte Declaration'.

A Common African
Position (CAP) is the African
Union's (AU) unified strategic
framework and collective
voice for addressing global
issues, advocating for
Africa's priorities, and influ-
encing international negotia-
tions.

This position, known as
the Ezulwini Consensus,
highlights Africa's exclusion
from the UN's permanent
membership, advocating for
at least two permanent seats
for Africa on the Security
Council.

The G4 members, includ-
ing India, Brazil, Japan, and
Germany, reaffirmed their
strong support for the CAP on
September 25 on the side-
lines of the UNGA session.

External Affairs Minister

(EAM) S. Jaishankar and his
counterparts from the G4
countries, Mauro Vieira of
Brazil, Johann Wadephul of
Germany, and Iwaya Takeshi
of Japan, held discussions to
review the progress and dis-
cuss prospects for reform of
the UN Security Council.

"A comprehensive reform
of the Security Council is in
the best interest of all. The
G4 Ministers reaffirmed the
willingness and capability of
the G4 countries, as democ-
racies sharing common polit-
ical values including respect

for the rule of law, full adher-
ence to the purposes and
principles of the UN Charter,
and commitment to multilat-
eralism, to shoulder the
Security Council's primary
responsibility of maintaining
international peace and secu-
rity," the G4 joint statement
added.

They also reiterated their
mutual support for each
other's bid to permanent
membership in a reformed
United Nations (UN) Security
Council during a meeting on
the sidelines of the 80th

Session of the UN General
Assembly in New York.

According to the G4
Ministerial joint statement,
the Foreign Ministers empha-
sised that, amid increasing
instability in the international
order and with the UN, the
centre of multilateralism,
increasingly incapable of ful-
filling its role, it is crucial to
reform the Security Council
at the earliest.

Such reform, it said,
should truly reflect the con-
temporary geopolitical reali-
ties, thereby enhancing its
representativeness, legitima-
cy, effectiveness, and efficien-
cy.

"The G4 Ministers under-
scored that the expansion of
the UN Security Council in
both permanent and non-
permanent categories of
membership is essential to
Security Council reform, and
that this position is supported
by a majority of Member
States," it said.

"The G4 Ministers con-

curred on the need to
enhance the role and partici-
pation of developing coun-
tries, and those significantly
contributing to international
peace and security, in the
Security Council, in both
membership categories,"
read the statement

Bareilly violence: Few names belonging to Tauqeer
Raza's organisation came forward, says DIG 
BAREILLY : Bareilly DIG Ajay
Sahni on Saturday said that
names of several individuals
associated with cleric
Tauqeer Raza's organisation,
Ittehad-e-Millat Council, have
emerged in connection with
the recent violence in the city.
Their names have been men-
tioned in the FIRs registered.

Speaking to IANS, DIG
Sahni said, "In yesterday's
violence, 10 FIRs have been
registered and 39 people
detained, including Tauqeer
Raza. He has been sent to
judicial custody. We have
recovered weapons, bottles,
and other items used in
stone-pelting."

He further informed that
22 policemen were injured in
the incident and are current-
ly undergoing treatment.

"Tauqeer Raza had issued
the protest call a week ago.
He was in regular contact,
and several people linked to

his organisation have been
identified. Their names have
appeared in the FIRs.
Further investigation is
underway," Sahni added.

Tauqeer Raza was arrest-
ed on Saturday after his sup-
port for the 'I Love
Muhammad' campaign trig-
gered chaos in Bareilly, Uttar
Pradesh. Authorities said a
large crowd gathered outside
his residence following a
video he posted backing the
campaign. 

The gathering continued
to swell, leading to tension in
the area. Raza has been sent
to 14 days' judicial custody.
Officials are monitoring the
situation to prevent further
unrest.

Earlier in the day, Uttar
Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi
Adityanath issued a stern
warning in the wake of
Friday's violence in Bareilly.
He said those who incite riots

will face such consequences
that "future generations will
think twice before disturbing
law and order."

Speaking at the Viksit
Uttar Pradesh Vision-2047
programme in Lucknow, CM
Yogi said a cleric in Bareilly
had threatened to block the
city after Friday prayers but
"forgot who is in power in the
state."

The Chief Minister assert-
ed that his government would
not allow curfews or block-
ades. "We made it clear there
would be neither blockades
nor curfews. Instead, we will
teach them such a lesson that
their harmful tendencies will
be corrected," he said. He
further said, "Earlier, rioters
were invited to the Chief
Minister's residence and hon-
oured. Mafia people were
given free rein to control dis-
tricts, and governments even
saluted professional crimi-

nals. You must have seen
many instances where those
in power felt proud to shake
hands with a mafia's 'dog',"
he said.
