THE National Highways (NH)
wing of the State Highways de-
partment is set to conduct a fea-
sibility study on extending the
Saibaba Colony flyover on Met-
tupalayam Road in the city. The
move comes after several out-
fits and motorists demanded
the flyover be extended till Avi-
nashilingam University near
the District Forest Office on
Mettupalayam Road.

The NH wing has been carry-
ing out construction works of
the Saibaba Colony flyover on
Mettupalayam Road. Officials
plan to complete the project by
the end of this year. Officials
have so far completed about 10
pillars on the stretch and are
set to move ahead to the next
phase of the project.

As the project is gaining
pace, locals, motorists and Al-
ADMK’s council floor leader
Prabhakaran of Coimbatore
City Municipal Corporation

(CCMC) and others urged NH
officials to consider extending
the flyover to benefit people, in-
cluding tourists enroute to Nil-
giris. PWD and Highways De-
partment Minister EV Velu
during his visit to Coimbatore
a few days ago, had assured to
look into the matter and take
necessary action.

In this context, as instructed
by the minister, NH officials
have planned to carry out a fea-
sibility study on extending the
Saibaba Colony flyover. Speak-
ing to TNIE, a senior official
from the NH wing said, “The
possibility of extending the
Saibaba Colony flyover will be
explored. We shall conduct a
feasibility study to explore op-
tions on extending the flyover
till Avinashilingam University.
As the current Financial Year
(FY) 24-25 is coming to an end,
the extension works will be tak-
en up in the upcoming FY 25-26
and a separate DPR will be
prepared.”

E-permits for
quarries to be
expanded to all
taluks in dist

THE district collector Pavan-
kumar G Giriyappanavar said
the e-permit system for stone
quarry lessees is to be expand-
ed to all taluks to streamline
mining.

A press release issued by the
collector said the Department
of Geology and Mining has
been allowed to operate stone
quarries at Anaimalai, Annur,
Coimbatore North, Pollachi,
Kinathukkadavu, Madukkarai,
Sulur and Mettupalayam taluks
through registration of lessees.
The mines have been allowed to
operate with receipts issued on-
line since September 2024.

Meanwhile, to curb overload-
ing and for better monitoring,
the department is taking efforts
to issue permits online.

In the first phase, the depart-
ment has issued e-permits to
lessees of Pollachi and Kinath-
ukkadavu taluks from Wednes-
day (February 12). They are
planning to expand the facility
to remaining taluks so that les-
sees can apply online for
e-permits.

The department has further
said that people can complain
about violations through toll-
free number 1800 2333 995. The
department has advised lessees
to carry out mining only in per-
mitted areas and drivers of tip-
per lorries should possess doc-
uments like transport permits
and receipts.

Those violating norms would
face stringent action, the re-
lease added.

3 minors, youth arrested for
rape near Pollachi district

THE Pollachi All Women police
arrested three minors and a
youth on charges of raping two
school girls on Friday evening.
They are on the lookout for
one other minor who is
absconding.

Police said that the .
four minors were
school dropouts and
joined hands with an 18-
year-old youth, who
works as a daily wage la-
bourer. They took the two
schoolgirls and a boy to an iso-
lated place and allegedly raped
them.

“After a few villagers noticed
the gang frequenting the iso-
lated place, they reported it to

the Childline ‘1098’. Based on
the childline coordinator’s
complaint, we have arrested
them on Friday evening,” a po-
lice officer said. “During inves-
tigation, the boys allegedly
raped them multiple times. We
have registered cases under
various sections of Pocso
Act. The youth was re-
manded to Coimbatore
Central Prison while
the minor boys were
lodged at an observation
home for juveniles in the
city.” After seizing mobile
phones from the suspects, the
investigation team found that
they had allegedly recorded the
sexual act.
Sources said that Childline
officials are assessing the vic-
tims’ health.
