TAKING suo motu cognisance 
of  media reports on frequent 
accidents in firecracker units 
that lead to loss of  lives, the 
NGT on July 8 directed Virud-
hunagar Collector and Chief  
Controller of  Explosives, Petro-
leum and Explosives Safety Or-
ganisation (PESO), to form in-
spection teams to check 
whether all fireworks units had 
required licences from various 
authorities.

Making a submission on the 
action taken so far, the counsel 
for PESO told the green bench 
on Tuesday that six units func-
tioning in contravention of  
regulations have been sealed. 
Another eight units that were 
found shut at the time of  in-
spection were issued show-
cause notices, the counsel 
said. 

The tribunal observed that 
despite previous orders, sever-
al units continue to operate in 
blatant violation of  safety and 
environmental norms, and di-
rected the Virudhunagar col-
lector and other departments to 
intensify the inspection drive 
without delay. 

The NGT impleaded the Sec-
retary to the Labour Welfare 
and Skill Development Depart-
ment and the General Secre-
tary of  the Indian Fireworks 
Manufacturing Association T 
Kannan, as parties to the case 
t o  e n s u r e  w i d e r 
accountability.

Victim’s name 
removed from 
FIR: Prosecutor

DURING the previous hearing, 
Justice Venkatesh had expressed 
anguish and shock over such 
acts of  sexual offence perpetrat-
ed against vulnerable women in 
the country and wanted the un-
ion government to come up with 
a mechanism to prevent the 
problem as suggested by the Del-
hi High Court in a related case.

Senior counsel Abudu Kumar 
Rajaratnam, representing the 
woman advocate, submitted that 
the videos have resurfaced on 
six websites. Subsequently, the 
judge ordered removal of  the 
contents from these websites. 
State Public Prosecutor Hasan 
Mohammed Jinnah informed 
the court that the victim’s name 
was removed from the FIR and 
other case records as per an ear-
lier court direction.

Pointing out that the SC’s or-
der in the Nipun Saxena Vs Un-
ion of  India case provided for 
removing victims’ names in cas-
es of  rape, he requested the 
court to issue appropriate or-
ders to extend such protection to 
victims.

He suggested filing of  FIR in 
sexual offence cases in a sealed 
cover in the judicial magistrate 
court so that the identity of  the 
victims can be protected.

SMOKE ON POLLACHI-KOVAI TNSTC BUS TRIGGERS 
PANIC, PASSENGERS BREAK WINDOW TO ESCAPE
COIMBATORE: Passengers on a Pollachi-Coimbatore TNSTC bus broke 
open windows and escaped after smoke started spreading from the 
driver’s cabin in Othakalmandapam in the district, on Tuesday. 
Passengers panicked after they noticed the smoke and saw that the 
driver had exited the cabin without unlocking bus doors, sources said. 
One passenger who jumped out of the windows suffered a fracture to 
his leg. It was found that a minor fire had been triggered due to friction 
in the bus’s gearbox, which was quickly extinguished with water. 
According to sources, the mofussil bus, operated by the Pollachi TNSTC 
bus depot, was travelling between Pollachi and Coimbatore. 
Chettipalayam Police are investigating the incident.  ENS

Orissa HC satisfied with CID probe into girl’s death
Court directs UGC to file report on compliance with ICC norms by higher educational institutions across the country

THE Orissa High Court on 
Tuesday expressed satisfac-
tion with the progress of  the 
investigation into the death by 
self-immolation of  a girl stu-
dent from FM (Autonomous) 
College in Balasore.
 The bench stated that a Spe-
cial Investigation Team (SIT) 
was not required at this 
stage.

The division bench of  Chief  
Justice Harish Tandon and 

Justice Manash Ranjan Pathak 
made the observation while 
admitting a Public Interest 
Litigation (PIL) filed by High 
Court lawyer Shivsankar Mo-
hanty. The student had alleg-
edly set herself  ablaze on July 
12 following inaction over her 
sexual harassment complaint 
and succumbed to burn inju-
ries two days later.

Appearing in person, Mo-
hanty urged the court to direct 
a court-monitored SIT probe 
to ensure impartiality and 
timely justice. Advocate Gen-

eral Pitambar Acharya, ap-
pearing for the state govern-
ment, submitted a status 
report on the CID-Crime 
Branch’s ongoing in-
vestigation in a sealed 
cover.

After examining 
the report, the bench 
expressed satisfaction 
and posted the matter for 
further hearing, directing the 
CID to submit an updated re-
port on the investigation’s 
progress.The advocate general 
informed the court that the 

government had taken all nec-
essary legal steps. A senior 
IPS officer of  Inspector Gen-

eral rank is overseeing the 
probe. Both the principal 
and the Head of  the De-
partment of  Teacher 
Education — the main 
accused — have been ar-

rested, suspended from 
service, and face discipli-

nary action.
The court also issued notic-

es to the presidents of  the Odi-
sha Pradesh Congress Com-
mittee and the Biju Janata 

Dal, following the petitioner’s 
allegation that both parties 
were staging protests in viola-
t ion  o f  Supreme Cour t 
guidelines.

Further, the bench issued 
notice to the University Grants 
Commission (UGC), seeking 
the fact-finding committee’s 
report and calling for proper 
implementation of  UGC Regu-
lations, 2015, including the es-
tablishment of  functional In-
ternal Complaints Committees 
in all higher educational 
institutions.

Thousands pay respect 
to VS Achuthanandan,  
last rites to be held today
THIRUVANANTHAPURAM: 
With flowers in hand and 
chants echoing in the air, thou-
sands lined the streets on Tues-
day to pay their final respects 
to former Kerala chief  minis-
ter and CPI(M) stalwart V S 
Achuthanandan, whose mortal 
remains were taken from the 
state capital to his hometown, 
Alappuzha.

The body, draped in the par-
ty’s red flag, was transported in 
a specially decorated KSRTC 
bus. The vehicle, which set off  
after 2 pm, had only reached 
Kazhakoottam—just a few kilo-
metres from the city—by 7.45 
pm due to the overwhelming 
turnout along the route. Sever-
al people walked alongside the 
bus, some holding children and 
pleading for a brief  stop to offer 
their tributes. Long queues of  
women, students, and senior 
citizens were seen along the 
way, braving the sun and rain.

Groups of  young CPI(M) 
workers led the way on foot, 
raising slogans in honour of  
the veteran. At every junction, 
more joined in, demonstrating 
the mass appeal of  the 101-year-
old leader.

E a r l i e r  i n  t h e  d a y, 
Achuthanandan’s body was 
kept at the Durbar Hall of  the 
Secretariat complex for leaders 
and the public to pay homage. 
Chief  Minister Pinarayi Vijay-
an, Governor Rajendra Vish-
wanath Arlekar, and senior 
leaders including M A Baby, 
Prakash Karat, Brinda Karat, 
D Raja, M V Govindan, Rajeev 
Chandrasekhar, and Sunny 
Joseph paid their respects.

Achuthanandan passed away 
at 3.20 pm on Monday at a pri-
vate hospital. 

His cremation is scheduled 
for Wednesday noon at the pub-
lic crematorium in Valiya 
Chudukadu, Alappuzha.  PTI
