CM Vijay’s 1st public 
speech draws flak 
from Dravidian rivals

Chief  Minister C Joseph Vi-
jay’s victory speech at Tiruchy 
on Monday, his first public 
speech after the swearing-in 
ceremony, attracted sharp criti-
cism from the DMK as well as 
the AIADMK. While the AIAD-
MK termed his speech ‘narcis-
sistic’, the DMK said the CM 
should act like a CM and not an 
opposition leader.

After Vijay blamed DMK for 
the state’s problems, the Dravid-
ian party said the actor-turned-
politician must realise he is not 
in the opposition and must take 
responsibility for governance. 
“Responsibility is in his hands. 
The people have given him pow-
er. But CM Vijay is using the 
same tactics he used during the 
election campaign,” said DMK 
former MLA Ezhilan Naganath-
an. Responding to Vijay’s criti-
cism that 100 units of  free elec-
tricity scheme was implemented 
by former Chief  Minister J Jay-
alalithaa, Ezhilan said the 
scheme originally originated 
during the DMK regime. “It was 
Vijay who said he would bring 
the monthly electricity billing 
system the moment he comes to 
power,” he alleged.

Ezhilan also questioned Vi-
jay’s silence on his govern-
ment’s agenda. To Vijay’s criti-
cism that the opposition DMK 
started to criticise the ruling 
TVK within half  an hour of  
coming to power, the DMK lead-
er said the party was compelled 
to speak out because people are 

fighting on the streets. The AI-
ADMK IT wing in its hard-hit-
ting post on its ‘X’ handle, 
charged the CM spoke in an 
“astonishing” manner without 
showing even the slightest 
sense of  responsibility for the 
office he holds and with no will-
ingness whatsoever to take re-
sponsibility for any lapse that 
took place after the TVK gov-
ernment took over.

The AIADMK questioned 
whether Vijay had shown even 
the slightest concern or regret 
over the rising number of  
crimes and deaths reported un-
der his government. Criticising 
the CM for blaming the previ-
ous government for every issue 
and questioning his allegation 
that there had been a conspira-
cy to prevent him from coming 
to power, the AIADMK asked if  
calling everything the fault of  
the previous government is 
that supposed to be a change 
claimed by the ruling party?

“INSTEAD of  analysing us from 
outside, understand what is 
happening inside your party,” 
he added. 

In an indirect reference to 
DMK president M K Stalin, Vi-
jay said, “Those who said they 
would remain silent for the first 
six months of  this new govern-
ment could not stay silent even 
for the first six days.” Vijay also 
objected to TVK voters being la-
belled “politically immature.”  
Responding to criticism on law 
and order, Vijay said, “You 
(DMK) left behind a situation 

where drug culture had entered 
almost every street and locality. 
Had the issue been addressed 
earlier, many problems could 
have been prevented. But now 
they are trying to blame us for 
the mess they created,” he said. 
Vijay also said his administra-
tion had already initiated meas-
ures by appointing efficient po-
lice officers. He announced that 
the government’s proposed “Sin-
gapen Padai”, a specialised 
women’s safety force, would be 
launched within a week. 

Addressing criticism over 
electricity subsidies, Vijay said

Vijay said the government had 
already taken steps to provide 
relief  to farmers and was work-
ing to address financial con-
straints inherited from the pre-
vious administration. 

Vijay also spoke about criti-
cisms over his coat-and-suit at-
tire. “Why should wearing a coat 
and suit become a problem? Are 
such clothes reserved only for 
certain sections of  society or po-
sitions of power?” “Even today, I 
wear only black and white. Those 
colours represent two dimen-
sions of  human mind,” he said.

SNEHAL had started preparing for JEE 
from his Class 11. 

“Students should not get demotivated 
and must remain persistent in their ef-
forts,” he said, adding that instead of  fo-
cusing on hours of  study one should 
strategise their preparation on the basis 
of  one’s strength and weakness.

Sooriya G who secured AIR 114, the 
third-highest ranked candidate from the 
state, told TNIE that he began preparing 
for JEE from Class 9. “I was relatively 
weak in Chemistry and focused on im-
proving that subject. I felt the difficulty 

level of  this year’s paper was similar to 
that of  last year. I hope to pursue Compu-
ter Science and Engineering at IIT Ma-
dras,” he said.

Protests erupt after two minors  
sexually assaulted in Namakkal

AFTER two minors, including 
a three-year-old girl child, were 
sexually assaulted hours apart 
in two separate instances un-
der Kumarapalayam police sta-
tion limits in Namakkal dis-
trict, the families of  the victims 
staged a protest alleging inac-
tion by the police on Monday 
and flagged the rising in-
stances of  such crimes. 
Meanwhile, the police 
condemned the public 
for beating the sus-
pects and threatened 
them with arrests. 

According to police 
sources, the first incident oc-
curred on Sunday night, where 
a 12-year-old girl child was al-
legedly sexually assaulted by 
her 62-year-old neighbour, a 
daily wage worker. The girl 
then informed her family about 
the incident, following which 
residents apprehended the ac-
cused, thrashed him and hand-
ed him over to the police. Based 

on a complaint, Kumara-
palayam police registered a 
case and arrested the suspect, 
who was later taken to a hospi-
tal for treatment.

The second incident occurred 
early on Monday, where a three-
and-a-half  year old child was 
allegedly sexually assaulted by 
a 59-year-old man from her lo-
cality. The victim’s family 
lodged a complaint and the sus-

pect was arrested. While 
the suspect was being 
taken to the police sta-
tion, onlookers threw 
random objects at him, 
said sources. 

Although police offi-
cials assured the protest-

ers that action had been initi-
ated and both suspects had 
been arrested, they expressed 
dissatisfaction.Police officials 
said both suspects have been 
arrested under sections of  the 
Posco Act and further investi-
gation is under way. The two 
children are currently under-
going treatment at the Kumara-
palayam GH, police added.

SOURCES said the emergence of  TVK as the rul-
ing party has altered Tamil Nadu’s political 
landscape, creating space for alternative politi-
cal voices.

DUBAI

IRAN’S Tasnim news agency 
said Tehran was suspending all 
exchanges with mediators in 
peace talks with the United 
States on Monday, blaming Is-
rael’s ongoing invasion of  Leba-
non. The announcement 
came as the United States 
said it had bombed radar 
and drone sites in Iran 
after Tehran shot down 
an American drone 
over the weekend. Iran 
then said it targeted 
American soldiers in Kuwait 
with missiles, which the US 
says it shot down.

The nominal ceasefire be-
tween Iran and the US has been 
repeatedly tested with such 
back-and-forth attacks, even as 
officials from both countries 
try to negotiate an end to the 
war. It’s not clear how close they 
are to a deal — and there is al-
ways the risk that an attack 
could derail those talks.

In the meantime, Iran has 
maintained its chokehold on 
the Strait of  Hormuz, disrupt-
ing global energy supplies and 
driving up the price of  fuel 
around the world, with far-
reaching consequences. A car-
go ship came under attack off  
Iraq Monday afternoon, the 
British military said.

Fighting has also escalated 

between Israel and the Leba-
nese militant group Hezbollah, 
despite their nominal ceasefire. 
Israel has extended its occupa-
tion deep into Lebanon, and 
Hezbollah — which joined the 
war in support of  its main back-
er, Iran — continues to launch 

drones into Israel.

Iran sets conditions for talks
“Given the continuing crimes of  
the Zionist regime (Israel) in 
Lebanon and considering that 
Lebanon was one of  the precon-
ditions for the ceasefire and that 

this ceasefire has now been vio-
lated on all fronts, including Leb-
anon, the Iranian negotiating 
team is suspending dialogues 
and exchange of  texts through 
mediators,” Tasnim reported. It 
said Iran was demanding the im-
mediate cessation of  Israeli mili-
tary operations in Gaza and Leb-
anon, and a withdrawal from 
occupied Lebanese areas, before 
talks could resume.

US military attacks Iran
The US military’s Central Com-
mand said it carried out strikes 
in Iran on Saturday and Sunday 
around the city of  Geruk and on 
Qeshm Island, hitting air de-
fences, a ground control station 
and two attack drones it said 
threatened ships in the region.
The strikes were carried out in 
response to Iranian actions, in-
cluding the downing of  a US 
MQ-1 drone over international 
waters, Central Command said.

Kuwait reports incoming fire
Kuwait said its air defences 
opened fire early on Monday 
morning to intercept incoming 
drone and missile fire.

Around the same time, Iran’s 
Revolutionary Guard said it 
had responded to a US attack, 
without specifying where. In a 
statement carried by IRNA, it 
said US forces had targeted a 
telecommunications tower. AP

UNITED NATIONS

BANGLADESH and Cyprus 
will face off  this week in a 
closely-watched election for the 
President of  the 81st session of  
the UN General Assembly.

Bangladesh Foreign Minister 
Khalilur Rahman and Cyprus’ 
Special Envoy for Multilateral-
ism Ambassador Andreas Kak-
ouris are vying to lead the 
193-member General Assembly 
during its 81st session, which 
begins in September.

The General Assembly, the 
chief  deliberative, policy-mak-
ing and representative organ 
of  the United Nations, will vote 
on June 2 to elect its next presi-
dent for a one-year term.

Under the regional rotation 
system, the President of  the 81st 
session will be elected from the 
Asia-Pacific Group. The elec-
tion comes a day before the Gen-
eral Assembly chooses five new 
non-permanent UN Security 
Council members for 2027-28.

The successful candidate will 
succeed current General As-
sembly President and former 
German foreign minister An-
nalena Baerbock, who is only 
the fifth woman to hold the post 
in the UN’s 80-year history.

Rahman was sworn in as 
Bangladesh’s Foreign Minister 
in February this year. Earlier, 
he served as National Security 
Adviser and High Representa-
tive for the Rohingya issue in 
Bangladesh’s interim govern-
ment led by Muhammad Yunus. 
Kakouris brings more than 
four decades of  diplomatic and 
administrative experience in 
multilateral and bilateral 
diplomacy. 

He is currently Special En-
voy for Multilateralism in the 
Ministry of  Foreign Affairs 
and recently served as Perma-
nent Secretary/State Secretary. 
The election comes amid glo-
bal conflicts, a deeply polarised 
UN Security Council strug-
gling to maintain peace and se-
curity, and growing scrutiny of  
the UN’s effectiveness and rel-
evance amid mounting finan-
cial constraints.

The world body has also begun 
the process of  selecting its next 
Secretary-General as the tenure 
of  incumbent UN chief  Antonio 
Guterres is due to conclude at 
the end of  next year.

FRANCE said on Monday it 
had detained a Russia-linked 
oil tanker in the Atlantic, with 
the Kremlin comparing the lat-
est seizure aimed at tackling 
Moscow’s sanctions-busting 
shadow fleet to “international 
piracy”. Since September, 
France has boarded three other 
ships believed to belong to the 
shadow fleet, used by Russia to 
circumvent Western sanctions 
on its fossil fuel exports im-
posed over the Kremlin’s 2022 
invasion of  Ukraine.

The Tagor was detained on 
Sunday morning in interna-
tional waters with the help of  
Britain and other partners, af-
ter its Russian captain refused 
to comply with orders, prosecu-
tors said. President Emmanuel 
Macron posted a video of  the 
seizure, which showed com-
mandos rappelling from a heli-
copter onto the ship.

“We consider these acts ille-
gal. They border on interna-
tional piracy,” said President 
Vladimir Putin’s spokesman, 
Dmitry Peskov. “Russia is tak-
ing measures to ensure the 
safety of  its cargo”.

Suspected of  carrying Rus-
sian or Iranian oil despite in-
ternational sanctions, the 
Tagor is linked to petroleum 
shipping magnate Moham-
mad Hossein Shamkhani, ac-
cording to open-source data-
base Opensanctions.org. 
According to French authori-
ties, the Tagor was on its way 
from Murmansk in north-
western Russia when it was 
boarded.

The ship was falsely flying a 
Cameroonian flag and was 
heading toward Limbe, a sea-
side city in the west of  the Afri-
can country, said a spokesper-
son for France’s Atlantic 
maritime prefecture. Shadow 
fleet vessels frequently change 
the flags they fly, a practice 
known as flag-hopping, or use 
invalid registrations in an at-
tempt to escape tracking.  AFP

WASHINGTON

US armed forces have guided 
around 70 commercial ships 
over the past three weeks 
through the Strait of  
Hor muz, which re-
mains a risky water-
way since the US war 
with Iran began over 
three months ago, ac-
cording to a media report.

US Central Command has 
guided around 70 commercial 
ships through the strait, travel-
ling into and out of  the Persian 
Gulf, in the last three weeks, 
the New York Times reported 
quoting US officials.

They said that most of  the 
vessels had turned off  their 

transponders to avoid detec-
tion when going through the 
narrow waterway. Before the 
war broke out on February 28, 

over 100 commercial ships 
traversed through the 
Strait of  Hormuz per 
day. The strait, a nar-
row waterway with 
Iran and Oman on ei-

ther side, is the shipping 
route for 20 per cent of  the 

global oil supplies.
The officials declined to say 

what type of  vessels were going 
through and what route they 
took, but one official indicated 
that at least one route was not 
close to the Iranian coastline.

Ships passing near Iran with-
out obtaining Iranian approval 

face the threat of  an almost-cer-
tain attack by Iranian drones or 
missiles, US officials said. Ship-
ping analysts say the US-guided 
crossings appear to follow 
routes that are closer to Oman.

And because US-guided cross-
ings take place with transpond-
ers turned off, known as “dark” 
passages, shipping analysts say 
they cannot independently ver-
ify how many may have taken 
place. The US and Iran are ne-
gotiating an agreement to end 
the war that has disrupted glo-
bal oil supplies, leading to high 
retail prices for petroleum prod-
ucts and fertilisers. Despite an 
April 8 ceasefire, Tehran con-
tinues to assert control over the 
Strait of  Hormuz. PTI

Israel orders strikes as Hezbollah launches fresh attacks
BEIRUT: Israel ordered strikes on Beirut’s southern suburbs on Monday 
after accusing Hezbollah of repeated ceasefire violations, prompting 
residents to flee the area. The move came a day after Israeli troops 
advanced deeper into Lebanon and Hezbollah launched rockets 
towards northern Israel. Overnight Israeli strikes in southern Lebanon 
killed six people, while Israel said it intercepted projectiles fired from 
Lebanon. The escalation threatens efforts to sustain the fragile 
ceasefire and complicates negotiations involving Iran, which insists any 
wider truce agreement must also cover Lebanon. Talks between Israel 
and Lebanon are due in Washington on Tuesday.

Macron touts record 
€93bn investment haul
PARIS: President Emmanuel 
Macron said he was 
expecting “record” foreign 
investment amounting to 93 
billion euros ($108 billion) at 
an international conference 
Monday, including for 
artificial intelligence and 
data centres. Around 200 
executives from around the 
world are expected at the 
Versailles palace west of 
Paris for Macron’s annual 
“Choose France” event. Last 
year’s conference set a record 
of 20 billion euros ($23.3 
billion) in announced 
projects. But money already 
pledged for this year is set to 
surpass the combined 87 
billion euros raised over the 
past eight years, according to 
Macron’s office. “This edition 
of Choose France alone will 
make it possible to crystallise 
a record amount of 93 billion 
euros in confirmed 
investments, for more than 
15,000 jobs. It is obviously by 
far a record edition, and it is 
historic,” Macron said.

Hamas to hold talks with 
Gaza mediators in Egypt 
GAZA CITY:  A Hamas delegation 
led by chief negotiator Khalil 
al-Hayya is set to meet mediators 
in Egypt on Wednesday to discuss 
ways to advance the fragile Gaza 
ceasefire, officials said. The talks, 
which will include Qatari and 
Turkish representatives, come as 
negotiations over a second phase 
of the truce remain stalled, with 
Hamas’s disarmament a key 
sticking point. Hamas said progress 
was possible if Israel showed 
willingness to reach a deal. The 
group also said mediators were 
planning a meeting with Gaza 
envoy Nickolay Mladenov to 
discuss reconstruction and 
governance. Violence has 
continued despite the ceasefire, 
with Hamas and Israel accusing 
each other of violations. 

BANGKOK

RESCUE workers in Laos 
searched Monday for an alter-
native passage into a flooded 
cave where two people are be-
lieved to have been trapped for 
nearly two weeks after heavy 
rainfall flooded the main en-
trance, making it impassable.

The two people remain unac-
counted for since a search and 
rescue operation began last 
month in a rugged area of  Xai-
somboun province, about 120 
km north of  the capital, Vien-
tiane. Five of  the seven people 
initially trapped inside the cave 
have been rescued.

Malaysian diver Lee Kian 

Lie, who is involved in the op-
eration, said workers were 
pumping water out of  the cave.

“We will go into the suspected 
area to continue the search if  
the water level is lowered,” he 
told The Associated Press. 

Another team of  rescuers is 
also looking around the other 
side of  the cave in hopes of  find-
ing a dry passage that could 
provide access to the area where 
the missing people are believed 
to be trapped, he said. Rescue 
teams from Laos and neigh-
bouring Thailand have been 
working together for more than 
a week. They were joined by 
divers from countries including 
Finland, Malaysia, Japan, Indo-

nesia, France and Australia.
Several of  the rescuers previ-

ously took part in the compli-
cated 2018 cave rescue in north-
ern Thailand that saved 12 
schoolboys and their soccer 
coach from a flooded cave.

Laos’s Rescue Volunteer for 
People group posted on its Face-
book page that heavy rain 
caused “massive amounts of  
water” to flow down into the 
area, forcing them to suspend 
operations on Sunday night.

Kengkaj Bongkawong, head 
of  the Thai group Metta Tham 
Rescue Kalasin, said that the 
workers are also looking for air 
shafts from above that may pro-
vide access into the cave.  AP
