IDFC scam: Agri board
finance controller sacked

CHANDIGARH, MAY 1
The Haryana Government
has dismissed Rajesh Sang-
wan, Controller (Finance
and Accounts), Haryana
State Agricultural Market-
ing Board, for his alleged
role in a Rs 10-crore fraud
linked to the Rs 590-crore
IDFC First Bank and AU
Small Finance Bank scam
involving multiple govern-
ment departments.

Sangwan was arrested on
March 14. The State Vigi-
lance & Anti-Corruption
Bureau registered an FIR
on February 23, while the
CBI took over the probe on
April 8.

According to the dis-
missal order, the scam
involved "a multi-layered
financial fraud involving
manipulation of official
processes, fraudulent bank-
ing operations, and execu-
tion of fictitious financial
transactions to siphon off

government funds into
shell entities."
Sangwan, who  was

responsible for financial
oversight and operation of
HSAMB bank accounts,
had recommended opening
an account with IDFC bank

Probe alleges links
with key accused

in July 2025 without due
diligence or inviting com-
petitive quotes from
empanelled banks.

A fraudulent transaction
of Rs 10 crore was executed
on January 14, 2026, routed
via RTGS to two private
firms. Sangwan was one of
the authorised signatories
to the account.

The order states that a
confirmation call regarding
the transaction was alleged-
ly made to him by a bank
employee, but he failed to
act even after being alerted
and during subsequent rec-
onciliation of accounts.

It further notes, "He
(Sangwan) did not track or
secure a cancelled cheque...
and he admits he did not
verify its status after can-
cellation. He also allowed a
cheque book to be taken
away by an external indi-
vidual... without ensuring
its return." Investigators
also cited call detail records
indicating his contact with
key accused, and state-
ments alleging he received
illegal gratification.

Earlier, Khattar chaired a
meeting with sarpanches of 40
villages selected under a pilot
initiative to be developed as
model villages. He reviewed
progress on projects such as
village secretariats, gyms, cre-
mation grounds, streetlights,
schools, e-libraries, ponds, and

sewerage systems.

Officials informed him that
most works had either been
completed or were in
progress, while pending proj-
ects had been forwarded for
budget approval. Khattar
said Rs 19 crore had recently
been sanctioned for these ini-
tiatives and directed officials

to ensure timely and trans-
parent implementation.
Khattar urged sarpanches
and local stakeholders to
actively contribute to village
development and ensure that
no eligible beneficiary is
deprived of welfare schemes.
On the mahapanchayat
organised in Hisar by former
Deputy CM Dushyant Chau-
tala, Khattar said he was not
aware of the details but criti-
cised reports of students
forcibly entering a VC’s
office. “Such actions are not
democratic,” he said. Com-
menting on the chargesheet
filed against former Chief
Minister Bhupinder Singh
Hooda in a land allotment
case, Khattar said, “This is
the history of such people,
filled with scams. No guilty
will be spared. The court
will decide on the basis of
investigation.”

Bus staff booked after 2 burnt to death

of two persons and serious
burn injuries to 11 others near
Milakpur village on Hansi-
Bhiwani road on April 27.

the mishap against the driv-
er and conductor. The police
have started an investigation
after registering the FIR.

A police spokesperson said
they have been waiting for the
forensic report to establish the
cause of the fire. The com-
plainant alleged that there was
suspected to be some explosive
material inside the bus which
led to the explosion.

81 months without
pay: HC slaps 2L
costs on CONFED

CHANDIGARH, MAY 1
Admonishing  exploitation
and denial of wages, the Pun-
jab and Haryana High Court
has imposed Rs 2 lakh exem-
plary costs on Haryana State
Federation of Consumer Coop-
erative Wholesale Stores Lim-
ited (CONFED), while direct-
ingitto pay salary arrears with
interest to an employee made
to work for 81 months without
pay and relieved nearly three
decades ago.

Justice Harpreet Singh
Brar stated that the conduct
struck at the core of human
dignity and livelihood. The
court said, “It is both shock-
ing and inexplicable that the
respondent-Federation, spe-
cially being a State authority
itself, has resorted to the
practices of exploitation and
‘begar’ by extracting work
from the petitioner without
paying him any salary.”

The court said the peti-
tioner worked without
salary from October 1989 to
July 3, 1996, and was
relieved thereafter, yet had
to wage a legal battle span-
ning over three decades,
despite securing favourable
orders as far back as 1992.

The petitioner first
approached the High Court
in 1991 and obtained a direc-
tion in 1992 for payment
within three months—an
order that was never com-
plied with. A contempt peti-
tion filed in 1999 ended on
assurance of payment “as
and when funds become
available”. Another writ
petition in 2006 led to a
direction to decide his repre-
sentation. Even thereafter,
the dues remained unpaid.

Calling out this prolonged
ordeal, the court observed,
“The repeated disregard for
the orders of this Court, cou-
pled with the sheer adminis-
trative apathy and scant
regard for the plight of a
common man, who served
for nearly seven years shocks
the judicial conscience.”

It rejected CONFED’s
defence that the petitioner
belonged to a cooperative
store that had gone into lig-
uidation, and therefore lia-
bility could not be fastened
on the federation. The
Bench ruled, “The State can-
not be allowed to cloak its
inaction behind technical
excuses so as to defeat the
fundamental and human
rights of its employees.”
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
